traders who dd not want to trust the
market over Sunday The market was

three weeks there has been a vast re-
covery of prices that has carried the
market vp from 6 to 26 points and in
stock letetrs sent out by commission
houses in press reports and the litera-
ture of the Street it was all forecast
and the way of the speculator has been
marked out plain as a pikestaff

What the future has in store for the
market Is not so easily forecast
Stocks now as compared with three
weeks ago are much higher many
think as high as they ought to go on
merit and the market from now on
will be probably a sort of weather af-
fair as any further rise must be

Any Month Except

MONEY ABUNDANT
FOR PROPER USES

Largest Increase Last Year Is

1000000 in Lumber Ma-

chinery Has Best Decrease

Commercial failures in the United
States according to compiled-
by Duns Review were 1252 In the
month of July with liabilities of 14

JB31M This is the lightest mortality
of any month in the past year with the
ingle exception cf May 190G and the
increase in that comparison was lees
than 406000 the corresponding
month last year there were TTJ

Involving 112234710 in amount
Failures of financial concerns includ
ing banks and similar Institutions were
nine in number and 86260146 in amount-
In the same month last year thore were
four failures in this class with liabili-
ties of 2238946 The principal Increase-
is due to the assignment of the United
Box Board and Paper Company which
cannot properly be classed with com-
mercial failures

Again there ia much encouragement-
In monthly statement of failures
despite some Increase over the liabili-
ties of the corresponding month in re-
cent preceding years for these gt tl

indicate a steady improvement
since the commercial death rate was
suddenly Increased last fall Moreover-
in a year of strain the July Insolvencies
usually show a largo increase over the
preceding month owing to the half
yearly settlements and the Inventories
and stocktaking that disclose tveak
spots in the mercantile world

Money Now Abundant
is now abundant for all legiti-

mate purposes and commercial paper
may be sold at reasonable rte of in-

terest so that there Is no long r any
danger of really solvent concerns being
forced to suspend by inability to
funds and new undertakings are once
more being financed while many post-
poned plans are again under considera-
tion it is also encouraging to note
that the number of banking failures to
diminishing and the advance in prices-
of securities makes It possible to close-
out accounts that have been tied un
for six or eight months

Classified returns fur July show that
in the manufacturing division exactly
seven branches of business reported
smaller liabilities than the same month
last and seven occupations supplied
heavier losses there were no
failures in either year in th woolen In-
dustry The most noteworthy decrease
was about 50000 in the machinery obese
wllile the largest increase was some-
what over 1000000 in the lumber section

Traders Failures Increase
Among the traders the increase In lia-

bilities was more uniform every divi-
sion except general stores and hotels
and restaurants recording heavier lia-
bilities In these two cases the decrease
in general stores was slight but there
was an improvement of almost JlOM08fl
In the division embracing hotels and
restaurants owing to a few unusually
large defaults last year

The most unsatisfactory comparison-
was made in the division
where liabilities over J6000CO
