A False and Dangerous Alarm

Before assenting to Samuel Gompers
assertion that we are threatened by
despotism through usurpations of the
judges of our Federal courts it is fair
to set down the deliberate judgment
of the historian on this branch of our
Government The Supreme Court it
will be remembered is regarded by
many competent critics as the most
unique and probably the most impor
tant feature of a Constitution that
dladstonc pronounced the most won-

derful scheme of p rnment ever struck
off at a given time and place by the
brain and purpose of man

John Fiske who spent his life study-
ing our institutions wrote of the Su
preme Court of the United States as
follows

The Supreme Court is the
most original of all American Insti-
tutions It is peculiarly American
for its exalted character and priceless
services it is an institution of which
Americans may well be proud

Mr Fiske unlike Mr Gompers was
nativeborn an American lout there
have been others Englishborn besides
Mr Gorapers and Mr Gladstone who
have commenter upon our courts We
wonder if Mr Gompers ever read what
Jaiiifte Bryce statesman diplomat
scholar and historian thinks of the
American scheme of Federal courts-

The labor organizations today are
more have more money

tion of Labor has increased its num
ber lot per cent The International
Typographical Union in its annual re
port showed an increase from 28000
to 45000 They paid In 5000000
They had 250000 in their treasury
and they never had such prosperity
or influence in their lives I claim
that there is nobody in public life
who has done more to and
give force and standing to labor
unions than I have

Mr Gompers himself has profited by
this prosperity of the unions Of his
share of it Mr Taft said Mr Gompers
salary has been increased 60 per cent
and I am glad of it

It does not appear from these figures
that the unions are being denied any
privileges that are essential to their
vigorous growth As for the despots
who are usurping the functions of the
Government threatening your liberties
they are here about you

Before believing that your neck is
under the heel of one of them think
in how many directions the laws as
they are here administered protect
your rights as a citizen The real dan
ger if there be real danger is that the
Gompers plan of different laws for dif
ferent men will creep in corrupting
justice at the very fountainhead
