CATANIA Italy Jan Remarkable
rescues of notable persons long thought
deed in the earthquake ruins were A-
ffected here today by untiring relief
parties

Chief among those to whom succor
was given barely Jn time was the Arch
bishop of Mqssina who was found
faint but heroically calm praying

the crucifix in his chapel when
the rescuers had dug through the tons
of stones and debris

Thrilling Story
His story of his experiences since he

was imprisoned in his terrible tomb
Ave days ago equals anything that has
yet been heard in connection with the
historysurpassing disaster

The archbishop was in the chapel
when the first shock came The

crumbled down about him but he
was not touched by any of the flying
debris

Finding all the exits blocked the
archbishop knelt in front of the crucifix
expecting death at any moment He
remained constantly in prayer during
the five days of his imprisonment and
was still kneeling before the crucifix
when the rescuers reached him

The archbishop was but one of many
who survived the five days

Vigorous work of the rescuers has dis-
closed the fact tlat the Marquis Qeraola
and Deputy Fulci are alive though im-
prisoned under piles of debris

The room in which the marquis is im-
prisoned is covered by tons of debris
which It is feared will crash in upon
him before the rescuers can erect his
release

The marquis shouted to the rescuers
that he had sufficient room to wove
around and had enough provisions to
last several days He told the party to
attend first to those who were in more
imminent peril

The fact Semola is still alive has en
couraged the rescue parties to redoubled
efforts in the hope that many others

BY LACK OF SYSTEM

ROME Jan 2 The greatest need in
the quakerevasted region today Is a
more systematic plan of relief and roe
cueThere are several ships in the Strait
of Mesaina with cargoes of provisions
that are actually rotting through the
Incapacity of those who are attending
to the distribution of the provisions

In several places there is a surplus
of food and abundance of medical
supplier but in many others only
enough provisions to keep the survivors
from starving and no medical supplies
Conflicting orders continue to poor into
the government headquarters and the
work of rescue indicates that those in
charge are in a state of chaos as great
as that of the scene that confronts
them

The King is nominally at the head of
the work But he has been unable to
effect a competent organization Other
government are now hurrying
to the scene and a conference will be
called as soon as possible to arrange
a more effective working plan

Tire disaster is so appalling that there
was ample excuse for the disorder of
the first three days but the quake is
now five days old and those who have
set themselves to the herculean task of
relieving the stricken region sFiould
have found their bearings according to
government officials

No Hew Estimates
There has been no new estimates of

deaths of an official character for two
days The exact number will never be
