This resolution is cleverly drawn for
the very apparent purpose of drawing
out the most satisfactory stutement
possible from the standpoint of the
beet sugar interest It is plain on the
lace of the demand that tile depart
ment is going to reply with a brief in
behalf of tariff or some
thing like it on the ground that it is
necessary in order to protect the infant
boot sugar industry

But the unfairness of the inquiry
which is tintS ordered is so apparent
that the report will hardly mislead
For instance the report is to include

The most recent available data re-

the consumption tax on sugar is

levied practically everywhere in Eu
rope and is generally very heavy
Sugar in Europe is somewhat cheaper
than before tho government bounties
wore removed but it is not on a basis
fairly to be judged by retail prices be
cause of the artificial interferences
with the retailing of sugar at
prices There is no demand for reports-
on sugar in London yet London is tIle
great world market of cheap sugar
neither is there demand for export
prices or wholesale prices in the Euro-
pean cities yet the export price on
German beet sold at a

very low while the consump
tion tax makes the cost to the user
greater titan the cost in the United
States

Senator Carters resolution is a mas-
terpiece in its way but it plainly
designed to call forth a thoroughly un-
fair presentation of one aspect of
sugar industry The resolution which
