George Washington University
with the sudden and unexpected

notice from the Carnegie Foundation for
the Advancement of Teaching that It
had been removed from the list of bene-
ficiaries win take Immediate steps te
obtain a reconsideration of the decision

President Needham of the university
has laid before the trustees the letter
received from the Carnegie Foundation
announcing that It has withdrawn its
support and will net pension teachers
who may be retired by the Washington
school

Responsible for this action the trus-
tees understand is mainly the recent
removal of Prof J McBride Stsrrett
and Prof James Howard Gore although
the unexpected notice sets out that the
educational policy of the university is
rEsppnsible

Announcement is made today by a rep-
resentative of the board of trustees
that the present financial difficulties un
der which the university is laboring in
no wise caused the action of the Car-
negie Foundation as that Institution
does not concern itself with the financial
status of any college upon its pension
rolls

Notice Came Saturday
President Needham said this afternoon

that notice of withdrawal came on Sat
urday last The authorities have
not as yet replied to the letter When
a reply is made a reconsideration will be
asked and the educational policy of the
institution as well as the circumstances
responsible for the removal of Prof
Sterrett a d Pref Gore will be fully
outlined

These two men have been placed upon
the pension rolls of the Carnegie Foun-
dation although Prof Sterrett was ad
vised that a technicality had to be
waived in his ease and that this uu
usual action was taken because of the
unfortunate manner in which he severed
his connections with the George Wash
Ington

withdrawal of the support her
came known through the contents of a
letter from the executive eommlttee to
Prof Sterrett which informed him that
the monthly pension would be paid to
him direct instead of through the uni-
versity as is usual in such cases The
letter from he N w York headquarter

to ount service in a theological institu
tinn but in view of the difficult experi-
ence through which you have been com-
pelled to go the executive committee
waived this technicality and voteda re-
tiring on baste of your
twentyseven years of service

In making this x noe lo the ex-
ecutive committee desires to express its
appreciation of your work as a teacherana its regret at the uncomfortabler anner in which your service baa seen
clrsed

This retiring allowance will be sent
5ou in a monthly check directly to

own address inasiruch 99 the rela-
tion of the George Washington Univer-
sity as aa accepted has been
terminat by action of the executive
committee Very sincerely yours

F Harms and anxious thai every accu-
sation of the inspector be probed to the
very bottom the Department of Agri
culture has orcTered two Inspectors to St
Louis to make a full investigation of
every phase of meat inspection there

The two Inspectors left Washington-
this morning for St Louis and should
arrive in the city by the Mississippi to
morrow They will make every effort to
ascertain the truth or falsity of their
brother Inspectors charges When
their investigations have been finished
they will report to the department and
the whole matter will be made public
Tho names of the two men were with-
held this morning since the department
wishes their work at St Louis to be
entirely unhampered by any publicity

The charges which stlcred the depart-
ment Into activity were made by In
specter Harms eighteen months in the
service in a letter Secretary of Agri
culture James Wilson They are of a
startling nature involving not only the
plant at which he has been stationed
but enfolding in general accusation the
whole meat inspection system of the
Government

Harms according to the dispatches
from St gone to his home
at Fremont Ohio and has forwardedto Secretary Wilson his resignation
