PROPOSED LEGISLATION ON
DEALING IN FUTURES

Indications are that Congress will be
impelled to take up in a serious way
the question of legislation relating to
the subject of dealing in futures Presi-
dent Taft has taken a stand in favor
of such legislation and he is conferring
with men who have given study to the
existing conditions and the seed for
remedying them and also to the ways
in which it is feasible through legisla-
tion te undertake to remedy them At
torney General Wiekersham will pre
pare a bill which it is hoped will meet
the situation and there wiH be hear
ings upon it in order that all views
may be obtained and the measure may-
be strengthened as far as possible

Those who have given the subject
study are well aware that it presents
great difficulties when it comes to leg-

islating upon it in any effective way
The bill whisk Representative Scott of
Kansas has introduced would forbid
the use of interstate telegraph and
telephone lines aad the mails for the

futures socalled on farm products
While such law would end the busi-

ness if it could be strictly enforced it
has constitutional and other obstacles
in its way which would not prove en-

tirely easy to surmount There is a
widespread impression that the cost of
living is materially increased by this
form of speculation and while not all
agree on this point the efforts now

when the pavements are dry The
constant strain frequently resutte Jn
permanent injury

Many horses would be saved from
falls and broken logs if t rivers
displayed a bit of car lays
for instance as today Tf Tn ed of
carrying a full load ti were
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asked to draw less it would not only
result in saving time but also prevent
injury

The police have the right to regulate
in some degree this question of traffic
When a teamster is found forcing his
horses to struggle against unequal
odds with a heavy load at his
and unsafe footing beneath the police
have a right to step in There i-
