WINNIPEG Oct 11 Seven thousand
square miles of territory in northern
Minnesota and southern Ontario were
n smoking funeral pyre today

Through the night the flre raged
driven before a relentless wind and
today found the toll of disaster

up to appalling totals An area
containing more then 15000 residents
had been devastated More than 1000
are believed to be dead and from 23W
to 4000 others are missing

Twelve towns and villages had been
wiped out

eight thousand men women and
children were homeless

The property loss ras estimated atover 100000000 and there was no sign
of the fire abatement

Unendurable suffering surrounds the
people panic reigns and in the com-
munities of Rainy River and Interna-
tional Falls refugees rendered desperate
by the terrible situation gave way to
violence

Op the Canadian side the northwest-
ern mounted police patrolled the strick-
en area with orders to shoot all looterson sight on the American side a regi-
ment of Minnesota national guard was

up in detachments for police duty
The guardsmen were instructed only to
make arrests and assist in the relief
work

The meager details which came outof the living inferno today brought
nothing but stories of death
and suffering Stories of human sufferleg were beyond conception Men and
women refugees who could floe to the
city to Rainy River to Warroad or
International Falls were nearly insane
from fear and the ghastly sights they
had witnessed

Dead bodies strew every road and rail-
way line The creeks and rivers are
full of floating corpses Near the site
of the burned town of Baudette more
than one hundred charred and blackened
bodies were laH out in the temporary
morgue today

Settlers who escaped passed the
greatest danger Some had their cloth-
ing completely burned off Others were
nearly parboiled by standing in small
rivers and creeks Many who wore not
killed outright were burned so badiy
that they will die

Treacherous Wind Is Feared

Will Save America
Catholicism will be the salvation of

America Cardinal Logue declared

other religions and strike at the very
things that tend to national decay
America Is a wonderful nation but she
is beset by many evils chief of which
are the prevalence of divorce and the
tendency to graft in official and public
life Against both of these the Catholic
Church hIllS always waged implacable-
war

Catholicism Is the application of the
deepest principles of Christianity and I
never could understand how an intelli-
gent Christian could honestly oppose
our church The evil results of war-
ring against the Catholic Church were
never better illustrated than In France
This country has retrograded
since she began lighting the church
until now she Is so decadent that Ger-
many could overwhelm her should the
two ever engage in another war
