Would legisiation which the President
is alleged to be advocating in the Cun-
ningham coal land case impose a burden
of double proof of fraud upon the Gov-
ernment?

Under either bill, the decision in the
Cunningham case may be turned over
to the District Court of Appeals,

“We are advised by the Corporation
Counsel that dealers in selling olive oll
fn cans, which are not filled to thelr
capacity, are -.1nlutln|. the law by sell-

be selling short measuréd by the can or
olht-rvrlse. will be prosecuted,
