Ysleta is twelve miles east of El
Pasi. Casillas was captured by Lieut.
W. B. Relsennauser and Sergeant Vart,
of the Third United States Cavahy.
When taken, the lnsurrecto leader had
a brand new rllle and 150 rounds of am-
munition, evidently newly purchased In
El Paso. He was committed to jail,
where he spent 'he night. The revolu-
tionary junta members are planing to
obtain his release.

Successful Leader.
Casillas was a practicing attorney at

Chihuahua before the revolutionary ou'-brea- k,

but has participated In all the
campaigns in Chihuahua state during
the past four months, and has been one
of the moFt successful of the revolu-- l
nonary neia leaaers.

"Two years ago," he said to a cor-
respondent today, "I was practicing
with a notary's commission in the dis-
trict of Geurrero, and had not thought
but that I would be able to live in com-
fort the rest of my days.
