““The so-called ‘gag order’ apparently
has had the desired effect on the great
majority of employes, as they are
afraid that the slightest Infractlon of
the rule will be disastrous,” sald Mr.

¢lerks will he able to form one of the
most powerful organizations in the
country.”

house of Corgreéas, or to any mem-
ber of Congress for legislation, or
for appropriations, or for Congres-
slonal action of any kind, except
with the consent and knowledge of
the head of the department; non
shall any =uch persgon respond to
any request for information from
evitner house of Congress, or any
committee of either house of “on-
gress, or any member of Congreess,
except through, or as authorized
by, the head of his department.

Says There Is No Doubt Car-
bon Monoxide Killed Cum-
berland Couple.

fects of carbon monoxide.”

This was the verdict today of Dr. R.
L. Lyneh, chief chemist of the Health
Department of the District, on the
famous Cumberiand, Md., tragedy. Dr.
Lynch has just finished & test from
the blood of the victims. Since the
mysterious @death of the engaged cou-
ple on December I1, the eve of thelr
wedding day, the manner of thelr sud-
dan death fuus been the subject of con-
tinual lnvestigntion. .

Carbon monoxide was present in the
blood samples sent him, Dr, Lynch
sald, In sufficlent quantity to preciudse
possibility of death by any other means.

Reached Identical Conclusions.

The samples sent here for examinaé
tion were taken after the bodles of
Twigg and Miss Elosser had been ex-
humed, At the snme time a similar test
was made by Drl Charlea Glaser, of
Baltimore, unknown to Dr. Lynch, and
the conclusions were the same.

“The most remarkable thing about
the affalr, "sald Dr. Lynch” s
the theory of monoxide polsoning was
not advarced sooner. The conditions
were right for such poisoning. The
pair was geated In a closed room, a
gas stove was burning natural gas. In
a closed rocom the incomplete oxydiza-
tion of the carbon element in the ajr is
a productive source of the deadiy .ar-
bon monoxide.™

According to Dr. Lynch, it is possible
for death to occur from this cause
without any effects which would cause
distortion of the human body,

“Though death i{s not necessarily
sudden, the poison works [nsiduously
and without discomfort that would lead
to suspicion,” Dr. Lynch sajd. “Since
both parties were subject tg the same
conditiong {t is not Improbable that
they lapsed consclousness almost si-
multaneousiy.™

Burial Helped Retain Poison.

The test for carbon monoxide, accord-
ing to the District chemist, is so defl-
nite and the chemical reactions =o
characteristic that there is practically
no danger of a flaw being made In a
careful analysis. "It is also practically
certain,” he sald, *“that no chemical
changes [n the dead bodies could have
produced the gans. The burying was
favorable for the preservation of the
traces of the gas."

‘Traces of this drug have been found
in the bodles of persong buried eighteen
months,” Dr. Lynch sald. “On the

Clerk Is Near Death
From “Gas” Poisoning

Guy Doub, twenty-two yvears old, a
clerk in the population division of
the Censug Office, appointed from
Rockville, Md, was found uncon-
sclous In his room, at 514 Thirteenth
street northwest, this morning, suf-
fering from the effects of {lluminat-
Ing gas. .

At first the physicians at Emer-
gency Hospital, where Doub was ta-
ken, despalred of the man's Iife, but
after three hours' heroic treatment
they had hopes of saving him. He s
etill unconscious. Details of the af-
fair point to accident,

Doub lved on the floor above two
other Census Office clerks. They asked
for him at breakfast about 8:30 o'clock,
and were told he had not awakened.
The two went to Doub's room and
found It locked. Falllng to get & re-
sponse, one of them looked through the
keyholé. He detected the odor of gas
and saw Doub lying partly on the bed,
his feet dangling on the floor.

A policeman was called and the door
forced. Doub was barely breathing.
The Emerﬁmcy ambulance was called
and a quick trip made to the hospital.
