After passing the House by the over-
whelming vote of 266 to S9. the Cana-
dian reciprocity bill Is now up to the
Senate. The upper body will formally
receive the measure Monday, anil It
will be referred to the Finance Com-
mittee-

The Canadian agreement was ap-
proved by the House last night, after
a day of spirited debate and more than
thirty attempts to amend it b Re-
publican regulars and Insurgents Elev-
en Democrats, including Representa-
tive Akin, of New York, known more
as an Independent, stood out agaln.st
the. party leaders and opposed the
measure. Seventy - eight Republicans
voted against It.

The Old Guard made a gallant but
losing fight. Former Speaker Cannon,
after repeated efforts, had been made
to embarrass the passage of the bill
by amending it, finally grew impatient
and exclaimed

"You sa you cannot amend thi"
agreement because Canada is not wVl-in- g.

Gieat heavens! Let's bring Can-
ada over here and surrender the hall
of the House to her!"

Of the thirty-od- d amendments pio-pose- d,

nearlv all proposed putting some
articles on the free list.

"We arc for the free list," repllei
the Democrats, "but not on this bill
Thr President sas this bill must
Btand or fall as It is."

The day after Governor Harmbn's re-

election last fall, Nichols opened Har-
mon Presidential headquarters in Cin-

cinnati. He was busv promoting the
Harmon candidacy at a Democratic
State convention in Michigan Gov-
ernor Harmon appointed him lieutenant
governor to succeed Atlee Pomerene,
who had been elected to the Senate.
In the event of Harmon's nomination
for the Piesidency, Nichols will become
governor of Ohio.

Nit hols" home is In Clermont county,
the blithplacc of Gen. V. S. Grant.
Clermont county also sent Thomas Mor-
ris, once a Presidential possibility, to
the Senate, and was also thp home of
John M. Pattison, former Representa-
tive and later governor. The county
also gave to the nation Gen. Henry C.
Cot bin.

Senator Pomerene Aids.
Associated with Nichols n promoting

the candidacy of Harmon are Senator
Pomerene and Representative Matt R.
Denver. All Democratic members of the
Ohio delegation in Congress, have their
"coats off" for Harmon.

The fact that' Representative Denver
has thrice carried a Republican district
b a plurality larger than the usual
Republican plurality fias naturally
placed him In the limelight as a prob-a- bl

nominee for governor. Denver
didn't want to come to Congress the
last time, but the Democrats of the dls-tri- rt

lassoed him and forced him Into
th- - running. The usual Denver good
fortune followed and, as a result, he is
probably the only man in Congress who
came against his will.
