The engine crashed Into an oll tank
car which was standing on a siding and
turned over on its side. The ofl ignited
and in a few minutes the entire train
was enveloped in flames. Every coach
was consumed, and many of those who
had escaped hurt when the train leaped
the track were severely burned.

It was reporied that an explosion oc-
curred at the scene of the wreck last
night, but this has not been wverified.

What followed the derafling of the
train the survivors say is beyond their
powers of description.
