T0 CHURCH TODAY

Insanity Will Be Defense of
Man Who Killed
Relative.

Regret that he I8 unable to go ‘to
church today is the chief emotion In
the breasts of Arthur Cornwall, ac-
cording to the statement of his counsel,
The police say Cornwall does not yet
fully realize that he last night shot and
killed his brother-in-law, James Elmora
Courtney, at Courtney's home, 202§
Elghth street northeast.

Although he defiantly stood up to the
police questioning last night, he |Is
weakening today and his bravado s
gone.

Cornwall fired five shots at his broth-
er-in-law, each one taking effect, The
shooting occurred in the parlor of the
Courtney home, where Cornwall had
been & resldent three years,

Insanity to Be Defense,

A defense of insanity for Cornwall is
indlcated in the statement today by
James F. Kelly, his attorney.

“Cornwall has been & neurasthenic
an da victim of nervous trouble for five
years,” he sald, and is as clearly in-
sane as any man ever was. He does
nat even now reallze what he has done.
He spems to be sorry that prison bhars
restrain him from going to church to-
day, but other emotion he has none.”

After Cornwall had shot his brother-
in-law he ran away from the home.
carrying his revolver with him. Courx-
ney was taken immediately in an am-
bulance, but died on the way to the
hospital. B

Cornwall was captured by the police
as he alighted from a street cur at the
Scldlers® Home transfer station. In a
few minutes he was a prisoner at the
stalon house around the corner from
the Courtney home, telling the police

the story of the tragedy with little or
no concern,

decree of divorce is granted. Then Mrs.
Suchandsuch is free to go into any
State In the Union, a legally divorced
woman, and Suchandsuch ls restored to

single blessedness.

Now, the interesting feature of these
two caseg s that they are true. They
are typleal of what has been going on
in Washington and Virginia for the last
five years. “The city of Alexandria, the
county of Alexandria, and the county of
Falrfax constitute three of the cutest
little Renos east of the Rocky Moun-
tains. They are an untold joy to Wash-
ington coupleg who mutually agree that
they want to he divorced. They are an
unglloyed delight to the Washington
man or woman who wants to get a
divorce without the knowledge of wife
or husband. They are a haven of refugs
to those who have good reason to want
a divorce, but cannot get it on the one
ground provided In the District of Co-
lumbia law.

Abuses Qutweigh Benefits.

Accurate statistles, of course, are not
available, but It is believed by those
who have Investigated the situation that
the abuse of the easy means for untying
that knot that doear™ always bind—

rovided at the very threshold of the
National Capital—far outweighs the ben-
efite derived by the deserving.

In the District the law recognizes but
one cause for divorre. Virginla recog-
nizes six. ‘The District law went into
effect In 192 and ever since then the
number of divorces granted in the cor-
poration eourt at Alexandria, the circult
court of Alexandria county, and the cir-
cult court of Fairfax county has been
rapidly increasing, the percentage of in-
crease being 250 in Alexandria, 500 in
Alexandria county, and 30 {n Fairfax
county. Obviously, there has been no
such percentage of increase In popula-
lation. Obviously, &lso, the bulk of the
increase In the number of divorces has
come from the growing practice of
Washingtonjans to get divorces Just
across the river,

The viclous feature of the Virginia
law, howaver, s not [ts multiplieity of
causea for divorce, but [ts Inadequate
provision for serving notice of suit
agalnst the defendant and for the pro-
tection of the rights of the defendant at
the trial. It is possible for a man whose
wife Hves right here in Washington to
get a divorea In Virginia without her
knowledge and therefore without giving
her an opportunity to appear and con-
test the action or present her side of the
casa Furthermore, divorces of just
that character are frequently obtained

The s78tem of serving notice of sult in
Virginia §= one of the most charming
ever conceived. When 8o and so got his
divorre his wife was served with notice
by the simple process of posting a brief
statement of the case on the court housa
door. Never having occasion to visit
the eourt house-and having no friends
in the viecinity, Mrs. So and so over-
looked this legal ‘‘publication’’ and
hubby walked off with the decree. It
was all perfectly stralght, and proper,
and In eonformity with the Virginia
statutes for such cases made and pro-
vided Of enurse it worked a fright-
ful injustice on the unsuspecting wife,
hut the divorce stands, just the same.

Notice by “Publication.”

The Virginia law relating to service
of notice of guit requires that notice
shall be served personally if the de-
fendant ig a resident of the Etate; other-
wise. notice shall be by “publication.”™
It is this “publication” section of the
code that contains the joker. Note it
carefully:

Every order of publication shall
give the abbreviated styvle of the
sult, state briefly its object, and re-
quire the defendent azainst whom
i1 is entered. or the unknown parties,
to appear within fifteen days after
due publication thereof and do what-
ever |s necessary to protect their in-
terests. It shall be published once
a week for four sguccessive weeks in
such newspaper as the court may
prescribe, or, If ngne be prescribed,
as the clerk may direct, and shall
be posted by the clerk, at the front
door of the courthouse of the coun-
tv or corporation wherein the court
{s held, on or before the next suc-
veading ruls day after It ls entered;
and the clerk shall file a certificate
of the fact in the parers of the case:
but the court, or the judge thereof
in vacatlon, may, In any case, if the
court or judge deem it proper, dis-
pense with such publication in a
newspaper,

It will be noted that this leaves It
to the discretion of the court and the
clerk whether the notice shall be pub-
Nshed in & newspaper or op=the court-
house door. Sometimes the door method
ig used, In which evept the defendent is
practically sure never to hear of It

a newspaper, there’s littla likelihood
that it will ever reach the eve of the
other party to the sult, because the
paper doesn't happen to circulate in the
community where he or she happens to

Joker in Residence Clause.

Another joker in the situation is the
year's resldence. Whether the residence
is bona fide or a “satchel residencs,” as
the Washington and Virginia lawyers
call it, depends wholly upon the con-
~aclence of the person bringing the suit
WWhen he flles his pleadings he also files
an affidavit that he is a resldent of the
Ftate. Nobody but the dGefendant, of
course, would have any intereet in ques-
tioning this affidavit, and If the defend-
ant doesn’'t happen to know the suit has
been started, naturally, he isn’t exactiy
in pesition to demand a show-down on
the residence question. The affidavit Is
Rocepted as e&dem unless {t i= ques-
tioned, and- it's part of the system 10
gee that the only person who would care
about questioning it is In blissful fgnor-
ance of the whole proceeding.

fendant are gzeulously guarded. Per-
sonal service of notice of suit is re-
quired If it can be obtained. If it can-
not, service must be obtained according
lo"the following terms:

FPublication may be substituted for
rsona] service of process upon any
efendant who cannot be found and who

l¢ shown by affidavit to be a non-
resident, or W have been absent from
the District for at least six months, * *

“No order for the substitution of pub-
lication for personal service shall be
made until a summons for the defendang
shall have been {ssued and returned ‘Not
to be found, and the nonresidence of the
defendant or his absence for at least six
months shal! be proved by affidavit to
theEutIsrnctlon of the court.

“Every such order (of publication)
shall be published at least once a week
for three successive weeks, or oftener,
or for such further & as may be
specially ordered, a no order or de-
cree shall be passed inst sald absent
or nonresident defendant upon proof of
notlce of such publication unless the
complainant, plaintiff, his agent or so-
Heltor or attorney shall file in the cause
an affidavit showing that at least twen-
ty days before applying for such order
or decree he mailed, postpald, a copy of
sald advertisement, directed to the par-
ty therein ordered to appear, at his last
known place of residence, or that he has
besn unable to ascertain the last place
of residence of sald party after dili-
gent effort to ascertain the same.”

Counsel for Defendant.

But the District law doesn’'t stop at
this. It not only makes this provision
for requiring that the defendant be no-
tifled of the suit, but it also lays down
this condition:

“In all uncontested divorce cases, and
in any other divorce case where the
court may deem It necessary or proper,
a disinterested attorney shall ' s~
signed by the court to enter his appear-
ance for the defendant and actively de-
fend the cause, and such attorney shall
recelve such compensation for his serv-
fres as the court may determine to he
gropﬂr. such compensation to be paid
v the parties as the court may direct.”
