Commissioner Rudolph Says
Girl's Likeness May Be

Shown Here.

No power exists that can keep Beulah
Blnford from posing" for moving pic-
ture Alms in Washington.

No power is vested in the District
Commissioners or In the police, or yet
In the board of censorship- - of the Dis-
trict by which the display of any mov- -

ing pictures In which she may appear
can be prevented, as long as the pic
tures are jit to be exhibited.
--Admitting freely that they will not
even attempt to keep moving picture
operators from employing the "other
woman" In Washington after hei re-
lease at the conclusion of the now
tuiuous Virginia murder inystery. Com-
missioner Rudolph aa wf as Chief
of Police Sylvester discussed the mat-
ter today.

"We cannot prevent her appearance
here In the film or In the flesh," was
the way the Commissioner put It.

"There is no law by which the police
can suppress the dsplay of any film,
provided it is not obscene," Is what
Major Sylvester said.

And their answers effectually dispose
of the furore whlcfc greeted the an-
nouncement that th; "other woman" of
the Beattle case was coming here.

Commissioner Rudolph said the Dis-
trict officials would prohibit the showing
of any films depleting the Beattle mur-
der, whether or not Beulah Blnford had
a part In them, but that the officials had
no power Jo prevent the woman from
being shown in pictures that had passed
the censorship of the District govern-
ment, which is conducted by officers
of the Police Department.

And Beulah may be advertised as hav-
ing acted In the "photo-play- " from
which the film was made. Commissioner
Rudolph said. ,

"We have authority under our police
powers to prevent the exhibition of
any pictures that might be detrimental
to the morals of the community," the
Commissioner said. "We do not know
whether a crime has been committed In
the case with which Beulah Blnford's
name Is connected, and we do not know
what part she had In the matter, even
If there was a crime committed.

"The picture of the crime would be
subject to censorship, and would not
pass censorship, but If the young wom-
an becomes an actress In the picture
plays, or in vaudeville, we cannot pre-
vent her appearance hero on the film
or In the fle.h, and we cannot prevent
her name being advertised as the name
of a person prominently connected with
the story of a crime or supposed crime."

Commissioner Rudolph declared the
belief that most of the proprietors of
moving picture shows would not wish to
exhibit pictures of the alleged Beattle
crime The films shown In Washing
ton In nearly all cases have passed lp

In New York before they are
shown here, and they are closely

ted after being received here. It
is said to be seldom that a proprietor
attempts to exhibit Improper films

"I have received no Instructions re-
garding the suppression of an moving
picture flints." said Major Sylvester,
chief of police, today.

IS COURT DECREE

Judge Stafford Refuses to
Allow Disbursement From

Child's Legacy.

"If parents bring children into the
world tliey are obliged to support them,
even If he chlldrtn have property of
their own."

This ruling, disrupting and revolu-
tionizing established procedure in the
District Probate Court, was made to-
day by Justice Wendell P. Stafford, re
fusing to reimburse a widow for med-
ical expenses attending the iljness of
her baby.

"Lawyers are continually asking that
parents be reimbursed for the care of
their phildren when the children have
some property, but this is not the law,
as I understand it, and in my court at
least such applications will not be
granted when the parents are amply
able to bear the expense themselves,"
Justice Stafford said.

"Is the burden of life to.be placed on
a little Infant Instead of tho full-gro-

parent that brought It Into the world?"
"Is that the law? Not in my court."

Justice Stafford ruled, with some show
of Indignation.

"There Is no reason," continued Jus-
tice Stafford," why a chlld'i legacy
should be dissipated swallowed up
When the parent Is able to caw for the
child."

The satement of Justice Bifforl was
Inspired by an application for reimbun-men- t

of a widow or $72 for an opera-
tion upon her Infant, which inherited
J3.500 from its father, the widow receiving half as much The court said it didnot appear that the mother is unableto care for and support the child from
her own property.

The Persians of the United States
appealed this morning: to the State
Department to support W. Morgan
Shuster, the Washlngtonian who Is
reforming the financial system of
Persia. At the same time they sent
out "An Appeal to the American Peo-
ples," asking the nation to stand be-

hind him. '

In their letter to Secretary Knox,
sent through the Persian American
Educational Society, they charged
point blank that Russia and other
European powers are plotting against
American interests in Persia. They
ask that citizens send individual
cables to Shuster at Teheran, urging
him not to resign in the face of Euro-
pean pressure and political Intrigues.

America! Arise at this time and withthy great voice help Persia In her dlrodistress. The American advisers arctrying to assist Persia a,nd the Persianpeople have entrusted great power and
