BIGGEST BATTLESHIP

IN WORLD LAUNCHED

TODAY AT FORE RIVER

Argentine Dreadnought Is
Declared to Be Most

Powerful of All.

QUINCT, Mass., Aug. 26. Declared
to have no equal afloat as a first-clas- s

fighting machine, the dreadnought
Rivlds-vla- , the largest ship of war now
building or under design and the first
battleship ever built in the United
States for a foreign power, was suc-
cessfully launched from the yards of
the Fore River Shipbuilding Company
shortly after noon today. Tho Riv-- I
davia is being built for the Argen-

tine republic. A sister ship, the Mo-
reno, is under construction at Cam-
den, X. J., and will soon be ready for
launching.

As the big hull started down the
ways with the golden sunburst on a
field of blue and white, the colors of
the republic of Argentina, flying from
the stern, Benora de Naon. wife of
the Argentine minister to tho United
States, broke a gayly
bottle of champagne against the keel
of tho great ship and spoke words
that gave the vessel Its name. In per-
forming the christening ceremony,
Senora de Naon acted as proxy for
Scnora Rosa Saenz Pena, wife of the
President of the Argentine republic.

Thousands cheered and waved their
hats as the giant hull rushed into the
water. Among those who witnessed
the spectacle were a number of the
South American diplomats who are
spending the summer In New Eng-
land, togethor with numerous naval
officers from Charlestown, Brooklyn,
and elsewhere and experts from the
naval department and various ship-
building companies, all of whom have
been greatly interested in the con-
struction of the Rividavla. which is
of a type which has come to be knownamong shipbuilding men as a super-dreadnoug- ht

Resembles the Arkansas.
Externally tho Rividavla closely re-

sembles the British battleship Lion,
and the Arkansas and Wyoming of
tho United States navy. In height
she agrees with several of the latest
English and American dreadnoughts.
Her displacement, however, exceeds
that of even the greatest of the Eng-
lish and American battleships

Her large displacement of CS.EOQ tons
Is expected to make her very seaworthy
nnd insure a. high offensive and defen-
sive efficiency. Her length is 6S5 feet,
beam, ninety-eig- ht feet, and normal
draught twenty-seve- n feet six inches.
Her height above the normal water line
at the forecastle will be twenty-fiv- e

foot six Inches; amidships, twenty-tw- o

feet eight inches, and astern, seventeen
icet one men.

The main armor belt has a uniform
thickness of twelve inches, and is 300

ieet long, extending four feet nine
Inches above, and three feet four Inches
below the normal water line.. In general
me arrangement of armor follows Eng-
lish, American, and Japanese Ideas,
but as regards thickness and distribu-
tion It resembles what has been adonted
on the Japanese ships now building. The
vessel is divided into numerous water-
tight compartments, fitted with electri-
cally-driven centrifugal pumps, which
can be operated even when the com-
partment Is completely flooded.

The motive power is steam turbines,
and the coal bunkers have a capacity
of 4,000 tons. The main turbines can
develop er with one Inch
of air in the flrerooms. The ship must
make a speed of twenty-tw- o and one-ha- lf

knots an hour for eight hours with
a displacement of 27,600 tons.

Her Ordnance Equipment.
The main battery of the Rividavla will

consist of twelve guns, mounted
In pairs In turrets, so that they can all
be fired at one. In addition to the ch

guns her armament will Include
twelvo and twelve. guns,
besides smaller field and saluting guns.
She also has two submerged
torpedo tubes. A new feature is placing
the axis of the guns at nineteen
feet six inches above the normal water
line In order to avoid the necessity of
closing the ports In rough weather, and
rendering the guns practically useless.

There are two conning towers, one for-
ward of twelve Inch armor, and the other
aft of nine inch armor. The fire control
towers are located, one on the auxiliary
mast, one above each conning tower,
one auxiliary station on each side of the
ship on small Independent armored tur-
rets, and one main control station with-
in the casemate under the protective
deck. The electric power will be supplied
by two main stations in duplicate, and
there will be a third auxiliary station for
Illuminating the ship and handling the
turrets in practice.

The fact that Jones was employed by
the company and received the' mall as
an agent of the company pi evented the
more serious charge or rifling United
States mall.

COL GOETHALS HAS

"CONCRETE GUN" TO

PREVENT EROSION

Device Spreads New Surface
C)ver Crumbling Rock on

Canal Slopes.

Colonel Gocthals has developed many
Ingenious devices to aid in the dlftlcut
work on the Panama canal. His latest
Is a '"concreto gun."

This gun shoots a continuous charge
of cement against the rocky sides of
Culebra cut, thereby changing a soft
stone, subject to great erosion in the
tropical climate, to One that Is as hard
and. free from erosion as granite.

Ever since work, started, the rock
sides of Culebra Cut have been crumb-
ling. It Is Colonel Goethals Idlea to
save them from farther deterioration by
coating them with cement, To do the
work by hand, would have cost a tre-
mendous sum, as there are thousands of
square yards of surface in the cut.
Colonel Goethals put the problem to
his engineer assistants, and between
them they developed the cement gun.

The "gun" la mounted on a flat car.
It has a capacity of 200 square yards
of surface a day. It requires but Ave
men to operate It.
