Animal Used At Camp Ord- -

way Found To Have
Been Infected.

The horse ridden by Lieut George M.
Landls at Camp Ordway. which died
a few daya ago, showing symptoms of
rames, was Infected with that disease.

Dr. John H. Mohler. of the Bureau
of Animal Industry, of the Department
of Agriculture, concluded his examina-
tion this afternoon, and the head showed
an abundanco of Nedrt bodies, which
are the diagnosis of rabies.

The horse bitten by a mad dog on
the streets a week ago, is still under
observation at the Bethesda experiment
station. Sufficient time has not yet
elapsed for this animal to show the
disease.

James H. Coleman, the negro stable-
man who had charge of the horse, will
be closely watched, and It Is possible
that he will be given the Pasteur treat-
ment as a precautionary measure. '' He
can receive this treatment at the Hy-
gienic laboratory.

Dr. Mohler announced today upon
the conclusion of the test that hisbureau would investigate and traceto Us source. If possible, the diseasein the Hllleary horse which was rid-
den by Lieutenant Landls. "We wishto know," said Dr. Mohler, "whetherthe disease was contracted at thecamp in Maryland, or In the District.The disease must be checked, and theonly way to do this effectually Is tofind the source from which It sprang."

War-Photographe- Penl
Recounted In Munsey's

"The story of the war photographer
Is a history in Itself," says Munsey'a
Magazine, "prominent among the men
who have,tnado their reputations In
this most 'hardy, hazardous field are
James Rlcalton, the dean of American
photographers; James , Hare, who is
best known as Ulramy' Hare; William
Dinwiddle, Jbhn F. Bass, and Robert
Lee Dunn.

"Rlcalton, who Is more than sixty
years of age, returned- - not long ago
from a foot trip through Africa. One
of his most startling achievements is a
series of views showing bursting shells
photographed at close proximity during
uio tmcK or tne ltussian-japane- se war.

"Some of the best negatives secured
by Dinwiddle and Bass, who went
through almost all the recent wars,
were taken In those perilous trenches
which, the Japs ran within half range
of the Russian batteries and right un-
der their bristling guns trenches which
time and again were swept with snrap
nel and filled with dead.

"Dunn was the man who scored many
'beats' in this same war by penetra
ting Korea, and despite every con
ceivable objection ana narasnip, Hang-
ing on the heels of the Japanese army
all the way Into Manchuria.

"In order to reach Llao-Ya- ng before
the Russians evacuated that city. Hare
ran away' from the Japanese army,

and with Dractlcally no food suDDlles.
and no hope of securing them en route.
ne started cneenuuy xortn on an over-
land Journey of at lest four days' dur-
ation.
