TRANSIT COMPANY
COUNSEL IS HEARD

Tells Members What Enforcement

of 1894 Law Means to

District.

The Chamber of Commerce this
afternoon fully backed up the attor-

neys for the Baltimore and Washing-

ton Transit Company In the suit
against the Capital Traction Com-

pany to compel exchange of trans-

fers as provided under the universal
transfer law of 1894 and under the
tfanslt company's charter.

At a meeting of the law and legis-

lation committee shortly after noon,
Charles W. Darr's motion to author-

ize the Chamber's general counsel,
Chapin Brown, to assist the attorneys
of the petitioning railway company
was unanimously carried after a
Short debate, in which no opposition
was manifested.

The Motion Adopted.
The motion Is "that the matter be re-

ferred to the general counsel for the
Chamber of Commerce, Chapin Brown,'
with Instructions to confer with Mr.
Xerch, counsel for the petitioning rail
way company, and that the general
counsel be authorized to take such ac
tion in the premises as will assist tho
attorneys for the petitioning railway
company in prosecuting the suit, the
purposes of which are to secure uni-
versal transfers on the traction lines
of th District of Columbia'

ThjB meeting was presided over by
Charles Linklns, vice chairman, in the
absence of A. Leftwlcn Sinclair, cnair-ma- n.

He introduced Attorney Lerch,
of the Baltimore and 'Washington Trans-si- t

Company, who had been Invited to
be present, and requested that he give
the committee a statement of the status
of the case now In court.

Petitioners' Counsel Talks.
Mr. Lerch informed tne committee

that he had been pleased to read In

The Times that the Chamber had de-

cided to assist In the prosecution of the
suit. He said that tho salt concoraed
not only his .clients and the people of
the District served by the new suburban
road, but all of the people of the Dis-

trict, as the universal transfer law of
1894 would Btand or rail upon the de
cision in the case

Hi said that, authough the way was
clear to bring mandamus proceedings
to compel tho Capital Traction to Issue
transfers as proviaea jn mo iiunii
viTnivinv' rharter. ho and the other at
torney for the road had preferred to
bring an action under the general trans-
fer law and thus test its applicability
to all transfer points in me uiamcu

No Effect on Legislation.
Mr. Darr then made his motion. W, A,

Foster, a member of tho subcommittee
which has in charge the Anderson uni-

versal transfer hill now before Con
gress, asked if the proposed proceeding
would in any way interfere with the.
course of the legislation. Mr. Darr re-
plied that It is fortunate that tho law
is to be tested at this time, for If it
were not tho street railway companies
would probably make use of it in their
flcht asalnst a universal transfer law
b suggesting that new legislation is not
recessary.

Mr. Foster intimated the Anderson
bill would become law at the next ses-
sion of Congress.

AT CONFERENCE

Navy Yard Machinists to Act
Against "Scientific Man-

agement" September 19.

DELEGATES TO MEET
AT ROCK ISLAND

W. H. Johnston and F. Elder to

Protest AgainsK Adoption

of Scheme. J

A conference of representatives
from every navy yard and arsenal in
the United States hasbeen called for
September 10, at Rock Island, 111.,

when the first united action toward
defeating any possible plans of the
Navy Department to Install the Tay-

lor system of shop management in
these Government works will be
taken.

William H. Johnston, president of
the International Association of Ma-

chinists, and closely allied with Co-

lumbia Lodge of Machinists, com-

posed of the machinists employed at
the Washington navy yard, today an-

nounced that the conference had
been called.

To Defeat Plan.
A systematlo effort toward defeating

the plans of the Government to adopt
system which he declares will work to
the disadvantage not only of the thou
sands of expert machinists of the Gov-
ernment, but will decrease their ef-

ficiency, will be launched at this confer-
ence.

At least three representatives from
each navy yard and arsenal in the
United States will attend ha conference.
Mr. Johnston and F. Elder are two of
thej threp. Washington men whq will" be
present. The, third will be selected
within the next day or two.

Mr. Johnston W19 leave Washingtonu
Thursday night for Rock Island. He
will stop off In Chicago for a short time
to confer with tho machinists in that
city regarding the Taylor system.

Something of a sensation was caused
in machinists' circles this morning when
the positive statement was made by Mr.
Jonhston that already the Navy Depart-
ment has taken preliminary steps to-

ward Installing the Taylor system In the
Washington yard.

No Action Yet
Acting Secretary of the Navy Wln-thro- p

said this morning that until the
commission appointed to investigate the
merits of the Taylor system has mado
Its" report, no effort to nave it adopted
by any of the yards or arsenals of the
Government will be made.

"Mr. Taylor, In his book explaining
the objects of the Taylor Bystem." Mr.
Johnston said this morning, "directs
hat supervisors Introduce the system

gradually. No efforts should be made,
he says, to revolutionize the existing
systems in one day. 'Go about it a step
at a time,' he advises, as complaints are
sure to be lodged if the old system Is
discontinued and the new one installed
at one sweep of the pen.' '

Tells of Changes.
This, Mr. Johnston says. Is what the

officials of the ffavy Department are
trying to do. Several Innovations n
shop management have "been made at
the Washington yard recently, "he says,
and any one familiar with the Taylor
method readily will recognize them as
preparatory --steps toward adopting the
much opposed system.

Acting Secretary cf the Navy Win-thro- p

made the positive announcement
this morning that ths Tavlor system of
shoo management will not be introduced
in the 'Washington navv .yard under the
present Administration.

"If any new order Is putjnto effect
it will be some modification of the Tay-
lor or other systems now being tried
out." he continued. "Our employes may
be certain tlvtt the management ideas
of Mr. Taylor will not be put into
force."

Government Sends Force to

Look After Those in '

Danger Zone.

At last tho Chinese government- - is
moving with a largo force Into the
province of Seuchuen to offer protec-
tion to the hundreds of American mis-
sionaries anJother foreigners now n
great danger from the rioting natives.

An official dispatch received at tho
State Department today from the
American legation at Peking says that
Tuan Fang, director of Imperial rail-
ways, was marching from Hankow
with 1,000 troops for the Seuchtren bor-
der, and that he was collecting other
forces on his way.

All wires between. Chengtu, capital of
the province, and Chungking have been
cut. It is, thereforeTlmpossiblo to learn,
according to the dispatches, what dam-
age has been done by the rioters, or
what blood has been shed. Apprehen-
sion prevails In official circles for tie
safety of the Americans who did not
flee at the outbreak.

The American warships are plowing
their way up the tortuous and flooded
river Yangtze in the hope of being of
assistance to the fleeing Americans.
Their arrival at the head of navigation
has not been reported to either the
wavv nr-- Hint DeDartments.

In the meantime the Chinese govern-- I
ment is apparently trying to Keep a
grip on the situation. The dispatches
received today sy the ringleaders
among the rioters had been arrested
In Chengtu by the local viceroy. The
Yamen of the viciroy were at once
attacked by a mob, the dispatch reafls,
and the soldiers fired upon them, kill-
ing more than twenty of the outlaws.
A subsequent attack was made upon
the soldiers by the mob. and a num-
ber of the forme'r were killed.

The Navy Department and the Depart-
ment of Justice, whose agents have
scoured tho civilized world for this of --

fleer, believe the lifeless Dody found re-
cently at San Pablo, near Jacksonville,
.Fla., is that of Matthews.

This Information officially given
out at the Navy Department this morn-
ing, following the exclusive announce-
ment to that effect In The Sat-
urday. A report made by the Depart-
ment of Justice upon the Investigation
of the life and death of the mysterious
"J. H. Fond.". the discovery of whose
body was first reported by The Times,
was submitted today,

This report seems to be conclusive of
Matthews' identity. A photograph of
Pond has been found, and this in It-

self would be all the proof necessary.
But in addlUon io this photo the suit-
case of the dead man Is in the posses-

sion ot the Government, and by wash-
ing off a little rulnt it was found to
bear the initials "3t A. M.'

Legal Fight May Follow In-

vestigation by
District. ,

Unlawful occupancy of the public
itreU 'a fhnjxed aamlnsf ths Weliln- -
oi iW Lijtht Cuiuuany by the Lepart--

ment of Justice. Upon Information
furnished by the department, the Com-
missioners today directed the corpora
tion counsel to institute proceedings to
determine the question of title to the
land on which tanks and buildings have
been erected and other Improvements
made.

In the course of Investigations cat
rled on by the department, it appears,
according to a lettex written by As-

sistant Attorney General A. J. Fowler
to the Commissioners, that the Wash
ington Gas Light Company is occupy-
ing, and claims ownership of land
south of Twelfth and Thirteenth and
N and Water streets southeast. Sur-
veys made by M. C. llazen. District
surveyor, snow ttat in tne center or
N street southeast, between Twelfth
tsnd Thirteenth streets, .ore two tank?,
in Water street is an engine house
and three iron tanrfs.

Similar conditions, according to the
records ot the Surveyor's office, exist
in tho square between Twelfth and
Thirteenth and M and N streets south-
east. A building used as a machlnu
shop extends across Bliss street, and the
alleys are encroached upon by smaller
structures used as coal sheds. None
cf the streets is used as a public thor-
oughfare. Application was made re-
cently by the Washington Gas Light
Company to the Commissioners for the
combination of the lots, alleys and
minor streets .between Twelfth and
Thirteenth and M and N streets south-
east in square 102S into one whole lot.

The question ot the right ot the com-
pany to make this subdivision was re-
ferred to the corporation counsel, who
held that the Commissioners are with-
out authqrity to close minor streets.
The application therefore was refused.
The right of the Washington Gas Light
Company to occupy public space with-
out the payment of rental or authority
of law, so far as Is shown by the Dis-
trict records. Is one which the courts
probably will he called upon to de-
termine.

men, the authorities say is a victim
of the same chain of mischance.

Start of Tragedy.
Had not Harry Smith, the little

victim, fallen down a flight of stairs
with his sled, seven years ago, and
so badly Injured his nerves that his
speech was badly impaired, and he
could not talk without grimacing,
the long chain of tragedy would not
have begun, they say.

Over seven years of a boy's life is a
far cry for an unseen fate to follow,
but. If the theory which the police
believe they have established today
Is correct, and which will be presented
to a coroner's-j-tr- y tomorrow; raorn- -

Theory Strengthened.

Theory of Police.

Therefore, with Tanv Mllan locked
tin at the Sixth precinct, they believe
that he will soon clear whatever mys-
tery remains with a statement.

They do not believe that the slayer ot,
twelve year-o- il Harrv Smith held any
grudge aulnt him, nor planned the
deed.

Jurors Are Sworn.

remains of the child. They will hear
the testimony in the case tomorrow
morning, and the body ot the child was
surrendered to an undertaker this morn-
ing.
