Former Banner Day..

All records for activity In real e-
state operations In Washington were
smashed this week. During the last
six days there were closed 224 trans-
actions, exceeding by eighteen the rec-

ord for a week's business In the entire
ldstory of realty dealings In the District
of Columbia. The second week In O-

ctober was, Indeed, a record breaker.
Not only wag tho week's record shatt-

ered,- but Tuesday, October 10, hung
up a' new flguro for a day's activity,
when fi total of flfty-flv- e transactions
Mere recorded. This new record for a
duy exceeds by four saleB the total
reached on June 16, 1911, which has
heretofore- - held tho palm for a day's
work among the brokers.

Tho office of the Recorder of Deeds
as deluged with papers offered for

record. andBklthough no papers are
accepted attS p. m., there was scarce-
ly a day this week when It was not an
hour Inter before the last paper reached
the Index clerk. Never In th history
of the offlce has so many papers been
recoide'd In one week, Deputy Record-
er Dutton stated today.

Many Papers Filed.
The total on the record for the last

week reached the aggregate of 631.

Rarely has It been known In the offlce
vhat six days In succession have sus-

tained an ave'rage-- of 100 papers, while
this week's dally average la more than
113- -

4 marked Increase In the number of
lots and parcels of real estate' Involved
In the operations. Is noticeable In the
last six days. A total of 394 lots were
transferred this week, an Increase of 141

over the volume of business for the
first week In Octobor.

County property continued In greatest
demand, and both the outlying sections
and the near-urba- n district excelled any
ecction In the city proper, In the um-

ber of lots conveyed. The surburban
section had a lead of over 100 lots,
showing a total of 178 parcels sold as
compared with seventy-tw- o lots sold In
the nearby section.

Tho northwest was in the van of the
city divisions, with sixty lots changing
owners. There was a boom In south-
west property, which brought that sec-

tion to a tie with the northeast for
fecond' place, x with twenty-nln- o sales.
The southeast was not far behind, there
having been twenty-si- x lots conveyed
there.

Straight loans did not show the usual
preponderance In the market, although
leading with a total of $207,016.89. De-
ferred purchase money notes reached an

County property was encumbered for
the largest amount this week, the total
being $297,313.18. Owners of northwest

The details of the propositions to es-
tablish factories ln' Washington which
the committee has before it. cannot be
made public at this time, hut It Is said
that the establishment of two large
plants Ih contemplated, one of which
would employ from 400 to 800 skilled
mechanics.

Physical Valuation of
Isthmian Canal Property

Professor Emory R. Johnson, of Com-
merce and Transportation at the
University Of Pennsylvania, who was
authorized to make a physical valua-
tion of the property of tho Isthmian
Canal Commission, will make a pre-
liminary report to the President upon
his return to Washington in November.
This report will probably be the basis
for action by Congress in fixing the
rate of toll to be charged for passage
throuch the Canal.
