Apple Tree Bears
Seedless Fruit

RENO, Nov., Oct. 31. Through an ac-
cidental discovery by C. S. Seager, of
Davis Creek. Modoc county, in an
orchard at Oxplne Creek, of a tree
bearing seedless and coreless apples,
it is hoped that with the assistance
of Luther Burbank It will be possible
to propagate seedless apples, somethingnever before accomplished. Mr. Seager
has left Reno with twelve samples to
take to Mr. Burbank.

The tree from which the seedless ap-
ples grew Is seven years old, but hasbeen nibbled back each year by cattle.This year It bore twenty-flv-e perfect
specimens, all seedless and coreless. A
peculiarity Is that the withered sta-
mens and pistils may still be seen.

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VIENNA, Oct. 3L-- Tho outlook in Italy
Is alarming today. ICIng Victor's forces
in Tripoli aro threatened with worso
thnn the disaster wlil-s- has already
overtaken them, as there Is danger of
u clash with Austria. An antl-mjlitai-

und uprising Is immi-
nent. ,

African nows is etlll meager, owing
to tho Italian control of tho cables, but
It seems certain that tho Turks have I

renccupiea tne outskirts or xripon anu
are likely to drive the Italians out en-
tirely. Reports that tho latter lost 5,000
killed and had 7,000 nken prisoners are
accepted here as true. Should tho
Turks recapture Tripoli they can hardly
be blamed if a slaughter of Italians fol-
lows, after the brutality of tho Italian
massacro of Arabs men, wonin, and
children inside Iho city just before tbe
Turkish uttack began. How many were
slain Is uncertain, but it Is reliably re-
potted that the native population wan
practically wiped out, under the pre-
tense that they might attack the Ital-
ians from tbe rear while tho latter were
engaged with the Turks.

Whether It is time that tho Romo gov-
ernment is mobilizing 100,000 additional
trcops, as tho Glornnle D'ltalla, of
Milan, asserts. Information received by
the war ofllce hore leaves no doubt that
troops are being gathered quietly for a
fresh expedition to Africa.

What especially concerns Austria is
the Italian cabinet's decision to carry
out a Dig nnvul demonstration In Turk-
ish waters in defiance of Austria's
warning that Italian activities must bo
conflned to Afrloa.
