Unreasonable restraints bf trade'should
;be prohibited. But they believe the law
:ls Inadequate, difficult of application,
and unsatisfactory In Its remedy.

"Regulation la essential "to. preserve
Competition. Just as regulation's nec-essary to preserve liberty; --We curblhe strong to protect the weak. In the
realm oiMbusln"ess, factory Taws? limita-
tions pf, the hours and conditions of
labor, restrictions on the right qf con-
tract, pure food laws, meat Inspection
laws, and postal fraud prosecutions
similarly limit freedom.
J, "There are 'no natural monopolies In'industry. Even the Oil trust got con-
trol, by truthless and . unconscionable
violations-o- f taw, by criminal: rebating,.bribery and corruptionf which. brought
tit wealth with which to destroy-- ' com-
petitors by price-cuttin-g and like prac-
tices.

Economies DelusiyeTX
"The economies of mbnop6Ty"al'e su-

perficial and delusive. The efficiency
of monopoly Is at best temporary. Un-
doubtedly, competition Involves waste,
but what human activity does not?

"The unit In business may be too
mall to be efficient. It may also be

too large. The' danger Is greater, ofmonopoly producing too large a unitfor efficiency, than of competition mak-ing the unit loo small..
"Most trusts that have .succeeded se-

cured monopolistic postltlons, -- enabling
them to fix prices. Note the Standard
OIL Shoe Machinery,- - Tobacco, Steel,
and Pullman Car trusts. )

"Most trusts which did. hot secure
actual monopoly, but control throughprice agreements with competitors, have
tailed to hold 'their ground-agains- t the
Independents; AS.'the-Sugar.Bte- el, andRubber trusts.
; "Most of the efficiently managed
trusts hava hadlto Umlt'therlze of their
jown units 'for production and distribu-
tion; as 'the Tobacco, Oil, and Steel
trusts." ,

Charging that .defective quality ofproduct lsone result of monopoly, Mr.
Brandels pointed out that In 1902 therewere seventy-tw- o derailments on ourrailways, due to broken rails- - In 1911,
after a decade of. Steel trust control in
rail making, there were 249. Followinga recent disaster caused by a railbreaking, the: "Interstate Commerce
Commission investigators attributed the'accident to defective 'quality of ralU.
The same charge against the trust'srails has been made repeatedly by rail-way experts. A few years ago the De-
partment of Agriculture Investigated
the defective quality of fencing wire.

Injury' To Export Trade.
( "A British of the Jiteal Corp-
oration," lri the December Atlantic
'Monthly, furnished text for Mr. B run-

nels' charge that the rise in cost of
production of steel is costing this coun-
try Its foreign market. The writer de-

clares that under the trust the Industry
has been In unnatural condition; costs
and prices of raw material have been
iinflated. economy arresioJ. anil, while
vast new plants have been built, capi
tal charges, rentj, royalties, costs of

.raw material ana general munuxacturing
expenses nave risen so nigh aa.to mauo
!xport business., In competition with
other countrlesymppsslble. - '
' From lS99'ito1908 theVcoaf
.pig iron has'.lncreased from $8-.:- lit per
'ton, and-- ' other 'Products- - In proportion,
Extravagant prices wcro paid for many
plants.' .. Ridiculous royalties on ores
were paid, in order, to 'obtain monopoly.
An .enormous load of bonds was piled
on the Industry. The demand docs not
'nearly equal'the producing capacity, yet
a healthy export trade Is Impossible.

"Who would have believed ten years
ago," pursued the writer, "that we
should have one-thir- d of America's fur-
naces standing idle, while alleged played-o- ut

Britain and Germany worked prac-
tically at full capacity, and exported
nearly 10,000,000 tons a year? Ten or
twelve years ago there seemed every
prospect that America would lead In
steel exports; but It --emalns a bad
third in the race,'

The writer declared that In 1910 Britishexports led in America's more than in
190O, while German exports, which. In
1900, were 30 per cent below those of
America, are now about three times thosa
of America. In Britain and Germany the
cost of producing iron and steql has not

, advanced: in the United .States It Is
,xnuch higher. In 1S99 pig Iron was pro-
duced iiere S5 per ton cheaper than In
England and rails 7 per ton cheaper.
Before the trust was organised Ameri-
can cost defied British competition. To-
day they are so hlh that plants stand
.idle, while the British and Germans are
getting the export business.

From this, analysis of the steel in-
dustry, Mr, Brandels turned to the
Shoe Machinery trust, which acquired
substantial monopoly in Its field.

".The high prices maintained by, the
Steel trust are of '.common knowledge.

Compare this wjth competitive busi-
nesses where prices and the. .ratio of
profits Have shown a i marked 'tendency

As to the . Steele Corporation, John
Fltch'a. study .of. the steel workers "of
Pittsburgh supplies the answer. The cor-
poration has brought .oyer 60 per cent
of steel workers under one employer,
has driven unionism out of the mills,
has increased working hours till the
eight-ho- ur day has practically disap-
peared. About, a majority of 'steel work-
ers work' twelve hours; many, seven
days In the week. There has been no
corresponding increase 4n wages. In few
