MARTIN INTRODUCES

T ICT. MEASURES

Senator From Virginia Offers
Bills of Interest to the

District.

Senator Martin of Virginia has Intro
duced soveral bills In the Benato which
aio of Importance to Washington and the
Immediate vicinity. One of tho blljs
authorizes tho Secretary of War to '
havo macadamized the roadway upon
tho Government property between the
Government experiment fnim and tho
Nutlonal Cemetery at Arlington.

Another authorizes tho Secrotary of
War to have constructed a direct road
leading from tho southern end of tho
new Highway bridge ucross the Po-

tomac to the National Cemetery at Ar-
lington and to Fort Myer.

A third hill provides for building a
public avenuo on tho south side of the
i'otomao river from Washington to Mt.
Vernon. Part of this cost Is to bo met
by money loaned by Virginia to the
United States in tha early days of the
Republic.

der bo doclarcd of unsound mind,
and a committee appointed for her
person.

Aged Woman's Views.
"I think I am able to look out for my

own affairs with tho old of such trus
tees as any dther woman would havo
to have If she wore tho life trustee of
a million-dolla- r estate," said tho'egod
woman.

"The management of the estate by
my brother, Thomas Ha, so far has
been satisfactory. I am In favor of
appointing another trustee to assist
him, but I certainly should oppose his
being displaced.

"These grandchildren of mine I lpve
them but 1 will teach them to be pa-

tient. Jealousy causod all this trouble."

Speeders Affected by
Fire Limit Extension

On l commendation of Major Sylves-
ter and In response to tho suggestion
of P. W. McReynolds, an attorney, the
Commissioners today extended tho Are
limits so an to tako in both sides of It
street northwest, between Thirty-secon- d

and Thirty-itft- h streets northwest,
which will prevent tho speeding of au-
tomobiles on that thoroughfare at a
greater rato than twelve miles an hour.

Tho lire limits havo ended at R street,
and tho speed regulations provide for
a rate of twelve miles an hour within
tho limits, and twenty miles outside.
Policemen, regarding the center of the
street as tho dividing line, contitrued
the regulation to meaq that on tho
south sldo of It street vehicles must
keen within tho twelve-mll- o limit, but
that on tho north sldo a apeed of twenty
miles was permitted. As automobiles
usually take the center of the street
an anomalous condition was presented.
Under tho regulations as amended, the
lire limits extend to tho north side of
R street, and there will be no question
us to the right of automoblllsts to ex-
ceed the twelve-mil- e limit.

Where the disease can
be determined only by post-morte- m

To support this a good many facts
are being marshaled today. In the
first place, of course, the move of
Mr. Hitchcock In putting out; a state-

ment favoring the Government own-

ership of telegraph lines, in direct
opposition to the President's wishes,
is the main thing.

Hitchcock's Action Deliberate.
That this was done wth deliber-

ation and .done with "tho certain'
knowledge that trie President would
repudiate it, is no longer .questional. -
Tli a vnrv Hfntarhent iRSHAil fnrmoili
at tho White houscUato yjet'rday-TG- 2
snows that air. rutt had previously
blue-pencil- ed such a proposition.

The White House is today still in-

sisting: there Is no friction between
the President and the Postmaster
General. No such Idea was conveyed,
however. In tho formal statement.
Not a word or syllable was Incorpo-
rated In that document to say that
tho Insubordination had been over-
looked or that any apology had b,een
offered by the postal official.

There nre other straws that point to
the early retirement of Mr. Hitch-
cock. A few weeks ago, for Instance,
he was turned down flatly when the.
Republican National Committee named
Hurrv Now. ot Indiana, against a vig-
orous Hitchcock protest, for chair-
man of the committee on arrange-- ,
ments for the national convention.Secretary Hllles and the Postmaster
General had clashed over this matter,
and the President sustained Hlllos.
New wns named, and Mr. Hitchcock
withdrew from political activity In be-
half ot the President.

'Turned Down Before.
But that was not the llrst time Hllcn-coc- k

was turned down. In the trouble
over the control of the Alubami ialrpn-ag- e

and tho organization o the State
for the coming convention Hilles and
Hitchcock disagreed. The Administra-
tion took sides with Hllles.

Now comes the Government ownership
Incident. This was so Important the
Administration found It absolutely nec-
essary to say that the President h.ad no
part In It. This statement came after
the Postmaster General hnd been called
In by the President anfl had devoted the
better part of two hours talking It over.

Thore will be no Immediate break' in
tho Cabinet. If this comes, as Is pre
dicted, tt win como in a rew more
weeks. It will come after time has been
allowed for tho matter to "blow over."
But that It will como before the con-
vention meets, In June, Is the opinion
of a good many peoplo who appear to
know what thoy are talking about.

Late At Cabinet Meeting.
Mr. Hitchcock was at the mc-ttn- of

tfio Cabinet today. Ho wns tho very
last member to arrive, however. But he
was not tho first to leave. He re-

mained for a few more minutes' talk
with the President

So far the Postmaster General has re-

fused to. talk about his plans or his
Government ownership propbsal further
than to point to his statement. He
has said all along that tt was up to tho
White House to do all tho talking.
