The amendment proposes that teachers

of mechanical drawing, manual train-
ing, music, and physical culture be
placed In class 6. Academic teachers in
the high schools are now In that clasit,
and receive an Initial sulary of $t,Ouo.

In thvto academic subjects, tho
teachers of which It Is proposed to ele
vate, domestic art and domestic science
aro not included by the Senator, and
eleven high school teachers thus over-
looked desire to bo plac-y- l with thj
flfly-sl- x who aro affected.

The general qualifications are tho
same, Including a knowledge of psychol
ogy and pedagogy, as welt as a broad
general culture. Such teachers. In addi-
tion, murt have a knowledge of chem-Ittr- y,

bacteriology, phyrica, botany, and
phyMology.

In addition to this Ihe tcai-hcr- s of
domt'Mtlc art and science are assigned
the wine duties as all other high school
teachers of academic subjects. Thiy
are In rharge of study halls and sec-
tions, and are responsible for the ne

of tho school.
It- - Is" asserted that the standard of

work will be hurt In the AtcKinloy
Munual Training School, which has
been provided with expensive equip-
ment to teach those special -- subjects
and It is said the discrimination niniliist
these teachers will result In employing
Inefficient Instructors In futare.

It Is thought the question raised by
fro amendment will only reopen the
rjneit!op of discrimination agnlnnt
tuacheis of manual training subjects in
tl.e high schools Tho McKlnloy
Manual Training School at present is
an tsfl.000 building, featuring this par-
ticular blanch "it training.
