After much debate the House
agreed this afternoon to an amend-
ment to the District appropriation
bill which practically provides for
the abandonment of the Columbia
Hospital for Women,

The bill, as amended, carries an
appropriation of $20,000 for the care
and treatment of indigent patients,
under the direction of the Board of
Charities. It i{s intended that this
amount, which gives the Board of
Charities authority to send such pa-
tients to other institutions, shall not
be used for the maintenance of the
Columbia Hospital, which building is
declared to be in an unsafe condi-
tion.

Asked Amendment,

Congressman Foster of Illinols at-
tempted to amend the bill so as to get
an appropriation of $30,000 to make
the Columbia Hospltal ‘:ulldin. fire-
proof. He declar that the Govern-
ment for more than forty years has
supported the institution, and that it
should not be abandoned at this time
in the event the bullding can be re-
constructed,

The Foster amendment lost, how-
ever, and as a cOmpromise the House

Congressman Cox of Ohlo, referring

dition of the structure. Members
who voted to continue the Columbia

Many Speeches,

Tho debate was marked by a epeech
by Congressmap Burleson, In which he
reviewed the tire situatlon affecting
the charities of the District. After re-
ferring to the creation of the Board of
Charitles about ten years ugo, Mr,
Burleson continued;

‘“The board at this session appeared
before the Commi‘tee on Appropriation
and recommended that there be a com-
plete divarcement hetwueen publie and
private charities. The board called st-
tention to the fact that over their pro-
test during the last ten yesrs approxl-
metely §760,000 had been appropriated In
lump sum to private irstitutions for the
erection of bulldings and improvements
on land owned by these private Institu-
tions.

“The board sald that notwithstanding
this vast expenditure, the beds in these
private institutions for Indigent pa-
tients had been Increased only to a
\-erg limited degree,

“8Bo earnest were members of the
board that they asked that the Board
of Charities be abolished, and that a
iﬁrﬁ;,lor of charitles be authorized by
aw,

Mr. Burleson sald that the recommen-
dations of the bourd were significant,
and that they represented the ¢pinlons
of some of the best men In the Dis-
triet of different professions and re-
liglous bellefs,

“They go so far,” sald Mr. Burleson,
“as to assert that under the present
lgltem. dependency |s encouraged In
the IMetrict, rather than discouraged
and diminished,

Action Halted,

"By reasons that were satisfactory
the committee refrained from acting at
this session on the reconnnendation of
the Board of Charities, and we took
up, In detall, the wvarlous sumg of
money carrled for charltable purposes,
We were aware of the fact that the
Columbla Hospltal was nearly 100 years
old, and had been gradually added to
by the erection of wooden structures

not at all suitable for hospital pur-
poses. From time to time my atten-
tlon has been called to the fact that

this Institution was a dangerous fire
trap, and Inasmuch as the Bpard of|
Charitles unanimously recommended the
abandonment of this hospital, and the
Commissioners agreed In the opinlon,
we consldered the wisdom of embody-
ing, in Heu of the provision relating to
the Columbla Hospital, the item which
] offered yesterday afternoon as a sub-
stitute for the amendment offered by
Mr. Foster."

Benator Dillingham of Vermont today
introduced in the Benuate an important
District bill, providing for an extension
of the streot rallway lines of the Wash-
ington Rallway and Eleetric Company
over a large section of the northwest-
ern part of the city in Cleveland Park.

In thisiconpnpatipn changes In the per-
manant system of highway plans are
provided for.

The bill authorizes and requires a
double-track electric rallway beginning
where the present tracks of the Wash-
ington, Rallway and Electric Company
intersect, the tracks of the. Capital
Traction Company at Elghteenth street
northwest, thence over the existing
tracks of the Capital Tractiom Com-
pany along Calvert streel and across
the Calvert Street bridge Lo Connecticut
avenue, thence along Calvert street to
Cleveland avenue, along Cleveland ave-
nue to Thirty-fourth strest, along Thir-
ty-fourth street to Macomb street, along
Macomb street to Massachusetts ave-
nue, and thence along Massachusetts
avenue northwesterly to the District

line.

1t is provided that the rallway ahall
be constructed and operated by over-
head electric system from the eastern
end of the Calvert street bridge to
Massachusetlts avenue and the 'District
line, and by underground electric sys-
tem from Columbia road and Eighteenth
street to the Calvert street bridge. It
is also provided that where the routé
colncides with the route of the Capital
Traction Company the existing double
tracks of the Capital Traction Company
shall be used in common upon terms
mutually agreed upon, or, in case of
disagreement, upon terms determined
by the Bupreme Court of the District
o{ Columb which 1s authorized and
directed to give notice and hearing to
the Intereasted parties, and to fix and
finally determine the terms of the joint
trackage.

In order to provide for the extension
along Calvert street the Commissioners
are authorized to prepare a new high-
way plan for Calvert street, Rock Creek
Drive, and Twenty-elighth and Twenty-
ninth streets, between Connectiout ave-
nue and Cleveland avenue. The neces-
sary authority for condvmnation s giv-
en the Commissioners,

Provislon 18 made for beginning con-
struction In six months from the date
of the completlon of condemnation pro-
ceedings. Cars must be running in two
yvears from the time of beginning con-
struction. A guarantee of §1.000 to have
the extension completed in the time
prescribed {s required.

SAYSMACDONALD
KILLED HIS WIFE
T0 HIDE BICAMY

Prosecutor Proctor Springs1
Sensation at Murder Trial
This Morning.

PAST LIFE OF MAN
OF MYSTERY BARED

Dramatic Scene Sweeps Away
Stolidness of Prisoner—May
Summon First Wile,

Branding the blanched defendant
not only as a brutal wife murderer,
but also as a bigamist, with a dual
life covering a dozen years, Assist-
ant Prosecutor James M. Proctor
today, in Criminal Court No. 2, laid
bare the hidden history of Edward
J. MacDonald, allas George A. Gil-
lette, in the opening statement of
the Government's ocase against the
mysterious man who is on trial for
his life.

The prosecutor graphically re-
vealed the circumstances leading up
to the crime, to show the motive,
which, it was contended, was that
MacDonald was threatened with ex-
posure by the young Washington
girl he had decelved into marrying
him. He asserted that the defend-
ant braved death on the gallows to
keep buried his duplicity and crime
of bigamy, and that the murder was
premeditated and carefully planned.

Prisoner Turns Pale.

“That man there Is not Edward J
MacDonald, but rather George A. Gil-
leite, whe has a wife and child in New
York city,” shouted Assistant Prose-
cutor Proctor, pointing an accusing
finger atl the priscne, wha turned almost
deathly pale when the denouement
came.

“Geortrode 5. MacDonald, the unsus-
pecting girl he deceived and shot down,
knew these facts, ard that is why she
went to her doom,” he continued with
dramatic force.

Then was unfolded by the prosecutor
the etrange story of the prisoner’s life,
from the time he separnted from his
first wife, Agnes Glllette, In New York,
to Join the regular army, through the
vears when the Fort Myer romance re-
sulted In his unlawful marriage to Ger-
trude Shaw, and subsequent quarrels
between the couple, down to the hour
of the tragedy. Fictlon holds no
etranger story that was told to the as-
tonizshed spectators who had awalted
startling developments, but had not ex-
pected such a sensation as was sprung.

The defense walved its opunlnhnntu—
ment to the jury, and the taking of
testimony was soon begun.,  Twenty-
nine witnesses have heen summoned
by the Uovernment, while the defense
thus far has subpoenaed five persons,
although there may be other witneascs
unknown tn ghe Unlted Blates Attor-
ney's office,

A dozen witnesses for the procecu-
tion had testified when court convened
this afternoon, but only one, George
H. Foske, of 13513 K street northwest,
paw the actual sheoting. Poske swore
that he saw MacDonald shoot the
woman down and then stand over and
fire two more ghots at her. Dr., Walter
Price, who performed the autopey, testi-
fled that one bullet hit the woman {n
the shoulder, while the other two en-
tered the left side of her head.

Arrival Plans.

The duke will arrive at the embassy
At 4:2 o'clock. The private car In
which he traveled from Ottawa to New
York will be attached to a Pennsyl-
vania traln, and he will be met at
Union Btation by the staff of the Brit-
ish embassy and by Major Bult, the
President's military aide.

Ambassador Bryce will head the em-
bassy delegation, In which there will
be Mitchell Ennes, counselor of the
embassy; Col. James McLachlen, at-
tache; Capt. Charles Sowerby, naval
attache; George Young, first secretary,
and Archibald Clark Kerr, third [
retary; Esmond Ovey, second secretary,
is out of the city.

The duke will be driven at onece (o

ihe embassy, agcording to the present
plans.

Goes To Embassy First.

Originally it was sald the royal vis-
itor would be driven direct from the
#tation to the White House, but this has
been changed. Although the reception
at the station is unofficlal, except on
the part of the embassy, quite a pro-
cesslon of automobiles, nevertheless, is
txpacted to accompany the party.
When the sudience with the President
is concluded the dtke will drive back to
the embassy and prepare for the din-
ner, Ambassador and Mre. Bryce have
announced. The dinner will not be a
large afMfair and hardly more than thirty
persons will be present, It was stated
at the embassy this afternoon.

The Ambassador and Mrs. Bryce |s-
sued Invitations a month sgo for a
dinner to be given this Thursday even-
ing, and the guests whom the duke will
meet will be these originally invited,
with the addition of only two or three
othe who will be members of Presl-
dent Taft's Cabinet. These members
were to have attended Postmaster Gen-
eral Hitchcock's dinner the same even-
ing, the dinner for which President
Taft accepted an Invitation some time
ago, and which, It Is announced, will
prevent the President's attending the
emb dinner,

Mrs. Bryce declined to make public the
names of those who wlill be at the din-
ner with the Duke of Connaught. This,
it is stated at the embassy, is 0 be
regarded as a private affair, and not
an official embassy dinner.

It Is expected the dinner will be
concluded soon after 9 o'clock, fol-
lowing which time ambassadors and
justices of the Supreme Court will
call upon the duke at the embassy,
A ;enerll reception will not be held
and the men whe come to call on the
duke wlill have received invitations
to do so, though not formally.

Cabinet Studies Etiquette.

President Taft's Cabinet thls morning
devoted much of its dme to the serious
business of studying the requirements
of etiquetta incldent to the reception of
the Duke of Connaught. When the body
adjourned several or the members ad-
mitted they were quite as much uneer-
taln over the sHtuation as when they
mrrived at the White House this morn-
Ing.
