NEW YOItK, Feb 13. --Whllo the mar-
ket cijiitlmica to 'be a trading affair, and
Rentlmeiu Is mixed as to Its Immediate
movements, the situation took on a more
hopeful view this morning, and prices
advanced pretty generally over the en-

tire list. Whllo In the early trading
the specializing of the advances was
somewhat apparent, the wholo Hat felt
tho effect of tho rise, and business was
both brisk and well extended. Rail-load- s,

coppers, 'street railways, and In-

dustrials shared In the better prices, and
the volume of sales was much Increased
over other days of the present week for
tho same hours.

A pessimistic feeling still exists In
Steel because of tho low prices for most
of tho products, and on account of tho
discouragement In this field, many aro
of tho opinion that any advance In tho
market wljl be but temporary. The jlso
today seems to havo been carried for-
ward by tho pool specialists with a view
to better their positions, and the wholo
market caight the enthusiasm to boost
prices. If the advance should go far
enough to uncover the great short In-

terests In Steel and Reading, there would
likely follow a rise that might be at
least, mildly sensational.
