FIFTY WORDS A MINUTE.

One new device for. rapid communication now
J crowds upon another's heels, so fast they follow. The

telegraph instrument which will tick off fifty words
a minute is one of the possibilities of the immediate
future in Great Britain, according to the statement
recently made by Sir John Barron, parliamentary
secretary to the postmaster general.

The circumstances in which the announcement
was made are not without interest. The Associated

. Chambers of Commerce of Great Britain wished to
enlist the of the government in the

i establishment of .an all-Briti- trans-Atlant- ic cable, on
the ground that the present cables are under Ameri-
can control. Sir John heartily opposed any such plan,
and when he was finally forced to make public his
reasons for so doing -- he came forward with the
'announcement that the British government would
fcoon install these new telegraph devices, with a capac-
ity of fifty words a minute.

Time-savin- g is one of the fields in which the
ingenuity of the present day finds its most fruitful
(expression, and again it is found to be of special
limportance in the means of communication, whether
in the matter of transportation or the transmission of
messages. The aeroplane has been perfected to a
point where it no longer gives us a thrill, and the
.automobile, even when it attains a breathless speed,
ik a commonplace. The telephone has been highly
developed, but there is still room for advancement
along the line of increasing the capacity of the tele-
graph, and one of the new steps is within sight.

law of the persistence of force or en-
ergy, enunciated by the German phy-
sician, Robert Mayer, in 1M2, is the
other, and these, together with the two
mentioned by Mr. Bradley, make tho
four great scientific discoveries which
have so profoundly Influenced man's
mental conception of the universe and
broadened his intellectual horizon.

Tiie two laws referred to, mean In
brief, that matter and force are eternal,
that they always existed and will al-
ways exist, that no matter into what
Infinite varieties they may be formed
and retransformed not a particle of
'matter or energy is ever lost, and that
they ure Indectructlble; from whlcU
may be deduced the wollnrv, that that
which Is Indestructible could not have
been created.

The discovery and establishment of
these two laws have been pronounced
by Ernst Haeckel as "the grfatest

triumph of the nineteenth
century."
