Norris Measure Probably

Progressives of both parties In the
House are lining up for tho fight on the
Norris Presidential preference primary
bill, which applies to the District ot
Olmbla, and which probably will be
called up In the House on Monday, tho
next regular District day.

Tho Norris bill was reported unan-
imously yesterday by the House Dis-
trict Committee. Tho Senate commlt- -

j teo, however, made an adverse report on
the iBrlstow bill In the upper chamber,
but favorable action In tho House will
aid the Senate progressives In their oy

of the measure.
The Brlbtow and Norris bills are In-

tended as models for the various States
and In the event of passage will mean
a progressive victory and official recog-

nition of the Presidential preference
primary system, although It can apply
only to the District of Columbia.

It la provided that the primary elec-
tions shall bo under control of tho Dis-
trict Commissioners and the bills pro-vl-

May Vote This Spring.
In the event this change Is made In

the bill, It will have tho effect of nulli-
fying the recent election of the Repub-
lican delegates to tho Republican
national convention, and will mean that
both Democratic and Republican voters
In tho District must vote for their pre- -
ferred Presidential candidates and dele-
gates.

H. R. 2264:2, providing for the protec-
tion of the Interests of the United States
In clearlfylng the titles to lands and

, waters comprising any part of the Po-
tomac river, AnacoBtla river or Eastern
Branch, and Rock Creek, and lands ad-
jacent thereto.

Fines For Delinquent...
H. R. 223, providing a fine not to

exceed $25 and imprisonment from one
to six months for any person who will-
fully detains any book, magazine, or
other publication belonging to any
library In the District.

H. R. 22010, requiring that hereafter
driv.ers of taxlcabs and other vehicles
for hire in the District must procure a
license from the assessor, which license
shall not be granted unless the appli-
cant Is a person of good moral char-
acter.

H. R. 14094, providing that it shall be
deemed a felony to carry openly or con-
cealed about tho person any pistol,
bowle knife, dirk, blackjack, dagger,
sword cane, slungshot, brass or other
metal knuckles. This is the Sims bill
introduced on tho first day of the pres-
ent session.

Senate 2904, conferring upon the Com-
missioners of tho District authority to
regulate the operation and equipment
of the Metropolitan Coach Company.

H. R. 21710, making more drastic the
law relating to false pretenses and pro-
viding that in the event a person ob-

tains property or money amounting to
135 or more through false pretenses he
may be imprisoned not leas than one
year or more than ten years. Another
KpMInn nrrivlrlnR that it shall bo a miH- -
demeanor to defraud any hotel or board-
ing house of a board 1)111.

H. R. 21711, amending the a'it relating
to blackmail and providing for Imprison-
ment for not more than five years or
a tine of not more than $1,000 or both
for those who attempt blackmail.

H. R. 21713. requiring all foreign cor-
porations dolus; business In the District
to flio with the Recorder of Deeds a
copy of Its charter and foil Information

the assets, liabilities, and
other buhiness details of the corporation
management.

For Breach of Trust.
H. R. 217H, providing Imprisonment

and fines for those guilty of breach of
trust In converting to their own use
property loft In their cure by another.
If the value of the property exceeds $23,
imprisonment from one to ten years la
provided, with a lesser grade of punish-
ment in the event the article converted
In worth loss than $33.

The Norris bill for direct primaries in
the District, which Is the most Im-
portant measure reported, provides the
following suffrago restrictions In the
Presidential primaries:

"All male citizens of tho United
States of the age of twenty-on- e years
or over and thoso who shall have de-

clared their intention to become such
one yoar next preceding any primary
nominating election, who shall have
been actual bona fide residents of the
District for at least one year preceding
the day on which any primary nominat-
ing election shall be held in the Dis-
trict of Columbia, shall be deemed and
nM to be legally qualified electors at
uch primary nominating elections."

CITIZENS OF PARK

e TO OPPOSE

ROAD IfHENT

Resolutions Against the

Changing of Highway
Passed at Meeting.

Every effort will be made by mem-
bers of the Park View Cltltens Asso-
ciation to prpvent the passago of the
bill recently rcportod favorably, by the
Commissioners providing for tho change
Intr, widening, and Improving of Spring
road.

Thls'VaB decided at the monthly meet-
ing of the association held last evening
In the 1iall of the Whitney Avenue
Christian Church, Park road, near Sev-
enth street. Resolutions passed by the
association relative to the proposed Im-

provements to Spring 'rood are similar
to those recently adopted and trans-
mitted to the Commissioners by the Co-

lumbia Heights citizens' Association.
Resolutions opposing tho passage ot

the bill wore Introduced by George II.
RusBoIl, who said the proposed plan for
changing the course of the highway
would cost 120,000 alone. Strongest op-
position to the bill Is to that portion
which makes tho entire cost of the Im-
provements fall on tho owners of theadjacent and abutting property. Thp
association contends that one-ha- lf tho
expense should be paid by the property
holders and the other half by the Dis-
trict and Fcdoral Government.

The Commissioners estimate the cost
of acquiring the necessaiy ground for
widening the street at $56,630. Real potato
apparlsers have told members of the
association that land appraised at 3
cents a foot by the Commissioners would
bring 20 cents at auction, and that tho
cost of acquiring tho land would bo
fully 1100,000.

C. M. Clark, chairman of tho com-
mittee on schools and public buildings,
stated that tho estimate of the District
Commissioners of $66,000 for a school
building at Park View had been in
cluded in the appropriation bill by the
Senate and that It was expected the
conferees would not take lt out.

President John B. McGrath announced
the appointment of the following com-
mittee chairmen for the ensuing year:
Uhs and legislation, George H. Russell;
public utilities, Dr. a. B. Crane: streets
and pnrkK, W. P. Coleman: police, fire,
and lighting, Theodore L. Qatchol;
membership and entertainment, O. B.
Reed; election and public buildings,
Charlton Clark: sanitation, John R.
I.amson; and civic relations and finance,
Charles Williams.
