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ANGUISH AT PIER
WHEN LINER DOCKS

Rescue Ship Carpathia Met By Sorrowing Throng At

Dock Officers Hold Back Passengers Who Try
to Crowd on

NF.W TOMC. April 13.- -A the rescue

fchip Carpathia. swunjr into her plor
.wllh tho survivors of the wrecked
Titanic, after an experience never
equaled In the annate of the sea, the
tense strain of tho long days of waiting
for definite word of the disaster wai
relieved.'

Strong men wept as the drawn, wan
fuccs of those who had been saved
from the ocean grave appeared at the
gangplanks, and ,tho half-erase- d sur-
vivors came spccter-Uk- o into the glare
of the lights of the ccek. .Men who had
faced death grew faint as the realiza-
tion dawned on them of all that these
few had gone through. Tho suffering
of years wa3 imprinted on each face,
and their sorrow, lined deep by the fate
that had overcome them, called forttf a.
nympathetlc sorrow from the waiting
crowd.

There were no light heartsonly dull,
throblitnar souls w'ho ended In deepest
gloom tho voyage that had been begun
In hilarious, holiday spirit

Sobs Amid Murmurs.
ritlablo as was tho first sight of

theso sufferers, the awfulness of tho
situation was brought out forcibly
as the survivors were guided to the
alphabetical stations in the big. barn-lik- e

pier from whose high dome there
resounded the muffled tread and low-
ered voices that had none of the

'cheery greeting that marks the usual
debarkation of the trans-Atlantl- o

voyagers. Sobs broke constantly In-

to the murmer of the thousands who
surrounded tho scant hundreds who
arrived. Sobs that burst from hearts
breaking with the anguish of memory
of those awful hours that followed
the crash of doom In mid-ocea- n.

"What hope for the rescue of those
left behind, hope that had sustained
the bereaved ones, was loBt whenj
the word was broken to them that the
loved ones tho heroes who had seen
first to the safety of women and
children, the aged and weak had
gono down Inevitably with the float-
ing palace.

Hero and there groups could bo seen
In which hysterical Joy prevailed
tho Joy of sadness, however, for,
though that BUrvlvor was without the
sorrow of having been parted from
a husband, or brother, or dear friend,
tho dreadful realization of the be-
reavement of others settled like a
pall over them and gave, to their
hysterical outbursts that doleful tone
that comes to the church bell tolling;
its funeral dirge where once had
been the ccstacy of festival.

Men Blanch White.
Men trained to stoicism In seeing the

sorrow of others; reporters who had
carried news of death to cheerful
homes; writers who had given to the
world details of disasters In wonderful
word pictures that depicted the horrors
of accident; men hardened In contact
with misery, blanchedwjhlte air they
met the first grim evidence 'of this
triumph of death In the sight of the
living victims of Its clutch. For to
these survivors death of everything but
body and soul had come to sear tho
brain and brand forever its Imprint on
memory.

Such scenes as those enacted on the
long Cunard pier in tho bright lights
that were dimmed through the tears
that fell unrestrained, seldom halt the
gayety or an unthinking world; but
the atmosphere of sadness that sur-
rounded tho host of waiting friends and
relatives spread over the great city,
dampening tho spirits of the whole peo-
ple who know these sufferers had ar-
rived, and who, with no personal afflic-
tion to bring homo the tragedy of a
blunder, felt the pang of loss that had
amazed the civilized world and stunned
the nations with the first wireless flash
of disaster.

Passengers Held Back.
The gangplank was run out and the

officers on board could be seen holding
back the passengers. On the dock the
customs officers, two deep, held back
the crowd on tho dock. "White coated
ambulance surgeons hurried back and
forth with their Instrument cases, and
were accompanied by orderlies, carrying
stretchers. At 9:45 the first passenger
walked down the gangplank.

After the women camo a sailor, car-
rying a big brown raincoat, and a soft
hat. He 'was followed by a woman
who looked around as if startled. Then
she screamed several times "Holenl"
"Helen!"

The people on the dock surged for-
ward as soon as the plank was made
fast and the police literally
forced them back. Most of the pas-
sengers were plainly hysterical, and
It was apparent from tho appearance
of the survivors that they had lost
all of their clothing nnd had been
fitted out by the Carpathla's pas-
sengers.

Clothes did not fit and In many
cases women wore sweaters. Onewore an opera hat on her head andan old skirt that had several rents
in it. She was immediately nur-round-

by several fashionably dress-
ed women who assisted her from the
dock.

Women Insane.
Two women, apparently violently

insane, were carried from the steam-
er while there were scores of wom-
en In a state of coma, and plainly
mentally unsettled.

WIDENER WAS HEROIC

TO END, SAYS FRIEND

Traction Magnate Kissed Wife
Good-by- , Then Went Back

To Die.

KTJW YORK, April hed to
Philadelphia in a special train that had
been sidetracked at the Communlpaw
station of the Pennsylvania railroad, inJersey City, were the survivors of the
Widener family, comprised of Mrs.
George D. "Widener. Harry Elkins Wide-
ner, arjd tho maid for the former.
None of the survivors in this family
were able to talk about tho disaster, as
tho weight of their sorrow over the
trarto death of George D. Widener had
overwhelmed the tatter's widow and
son. But to Robert P. Daniels, himself
a Phlladelphlan, and a survivor, fell the
lot of telling the heroic end of the trac-
tion magnate.

"Mrs. Widener," said Daniels, "Mid
not want to go, and asked to be al-

lowed to stand by her husband. How-
ever, Mr. Widener told her to save her-
self and son, and forced her almost to
seek the lifeboat. Mrs. Widener kissed
her husband good-b- y. Ho told her not
to worry, as It was possible that all
would be saved, and the danger did
not seem great. He stood by Colonel
Astor and Major Butt, and was one of
those who upheld Chief Officer Murdoch,
when the latter at the point of a
pistol drove back tho foreigners who
started the panic and stampede.

Daniels, himself, had a narrow es-
cape. He Jumped Into the water, and
was picked up by lifeboats that were In
the vicinity of tho wreck.
