Schiff, by whem
he had been employed as a servant.
The justices of the appellate division
unanimously concurred in Justice
Miller's opinlon, and Presiding Jus-
tice Ingraham added to it a supple-
mentary opinlon In which he broadly
intimated his belief that any action
In Brandt's behalf at this time came
four years too late.
