Yesterday a lunacy commission of
Governor Foss- - selection Dr. Henry
Stedman, of Ilrookllne, chairman of the
board of trustees of the Taunton Insane
Hospital; Dr. George T. Tuttle, super-
intendent of the McLean Insano Hos
pital, and Dr. Henry P. Frost, superin-
tendent of, the Boston State Hospital,
subjected Rlchcson to a rigid, examina-
tion that consumed nearly two hours.

Today it became evident that the trio
of experts were not entirely satisfied aa
to the mental condition tf their subject?
for this afternoon they will further ex-

amine him, and It. is not altogether Im-

probable that still', further investigation
Into the prisoner's mental status will bo
continued tomorrow.

Tho strongest pod tit Indicative of pos-
sible Insanity was the discovery by tho
alienists that rnapyjarts of Rlcheson's
body aro Insensible Mo tho prick of a
gold pin.

Examination Searching.
The examination was most searching,

and through 1t all JUcheeon appeared
eager to answer any and all questions.
He heard the narrie of theimurdered girl
spoken without a tremor and he heard
without the slightest display of emotion
allusions made to Miss 'Violet Kdmands.
He knew, the experts werc studying his
every movement and utterance, but ho
appeared cool and calm. Only occasio-

nally did he change his position, and
theh but to swing one leg over tho
other. For the most parttho leaned well
back In his chair and searched the faces
of his examiners.

Dr. O. G. Cilley, tlioi Jail physician,
,who has had more opportunity than
J anyone else to observe itho condemned
man, said this morning: "I am willing
to swear before any court that Rlche-
eon Is as sane as I am. I could not con-
sider myself capable of holding my posi-
tion If i were not able to 'judge whether
a man Is sano or Insane.1

'one hope of escape from the penalty or
his deed is based upon tho following pt

from Chapter 221, revised laws of
i Massachusetts:

"If It appears to the satisfaction of
the governor and council that a convict

"under sentence of death has-becom- in-

tone the governor, with thei advice and
consent of the council, mayi from time

'to time, for stated periods, respite tho
execution of sold sentence "until it ap-- 1

pears to their satisfaction that tho con-

vict is no longer insane."

As soon .s I was
strong enough I began my new cxist- -
AnnA nn a flnftn fthppt- - I WOrKed With
the turtle hunters and soon repaid them J

for their kindness. I liked the life, too,
and might have been thero still but for
chance.

I was putting on my clothes nfter a
swim one morning, when I noticed
something written on the neckband o.
mv shirt. It waB "A Tremlett."

The name awakened something famil-
iar. Presently I was satisfied that I
was A Tremlett, whoever he was. The
natives could not read, but they had
settled my name by calling me
"Buckra" white man.

Next day It suddenly came to me that
my name was Aithur Tremlett, but be-

yond that I did not progress. I re-

member thinking one day that If I saw
mfelf in a mirror I might recognize
me as some one 1 had once known.

Early next morning, when the sea
was calm as a mirror, I went to a deep,
dark pool among the rocks, and

had a good long look at
myself. The man I saw In the water
waB a shabby chap, with a scared look-
ing fair beard and high cheek bones.
In my mind there had been some no-

tion that Arthur Tremlett waB a
smooth-shave- n, plump-face- d lad No, I
didn't know tho man In the water-mirro- r.

Henry must have
thought me a muff of an Englishman,
for he told me I wob an Englishman a
"blooming Englishman" about seven
times a day. But beyond that he could
get nothing out of me. If he had been
able to, I should havo been the more
pleased of the two of us. When we ar-

rived In the East liver, at New York,
Henry gave me a few dollars, and with
this in my pocket I left the ship.

The rest Is the old story. 1 starved
when my money was finished, for I
could get no permanent work. I was
not strong enough to face the cold and
do hard labor, and my shabblness, cou-
pled with my lgnornnce of myself,
barred me from many a position which
I might otherwise have got and held
with credit. .

It ended In my meeting a man called
Bellalr, who took me to a hospital.
Next day I was sent to another hos-
pital and put in a ward which muBt
have been reserved for lunatics Any-
how, thero was some mistake. I was
again rescued bv this man Bellalr, who
took me to his home a gorgeous place,
after all my experiences. He fed me and
loaned mo money and let me sleep in
his study. When I asked him why he
was taking such trouble for me, he
calmly informed me that I was the
Hon. ATinur iiuillieiv, umi mm iiijt
father was the Lord Dunnllayne who
had Just died.

Although the name sounded rather fa-

miliar, I laughed at him. He said he
would explain In good time; but for the
present, ho said, I must leave every-
thing to him.

I found him a very charming fellow,
although somewhat mysterious, and at
ttmes morose After the first night he
furnished me with enough funds to en-

able mo to clothe myself decently and
take a room at the Court Hotel. He
also booked mv passage to England,
though what I was to do when I got
thnm I had no Idea at the time.

The night before I sailed we went to
a comic opera togetner, ana arter it i
proposed that we sup at the Court.
