Twenty-si- x deaths out of a total of
631 Infants prescribed for by the physi-
cians of the George M. OyBter philan-
thropic milk stations, is the record of
the tlrst year, according to the annual
report of the Institutions made public
today. All of the Infants who died
were 111 when they went under the care
of the physicians. Of the 631 cases, 434
received milk without cost. The re-
mainder were furnished milk at cost
and less than cost prices.

The number of bottles of milk fur-
nished by Mr. Oyster during the year
ended April 24 was 322,400. Flvo hun-
dred bottles wero dispensed at theGeorgetown Hospital station, 6,900 at

good food is essential for the reduction
of Infant mortality, a course oflixty lectures was organized for tho
benefit of those desiring; information

i regarding the care and feeding of ba-
bies. The lectures were given by phy- -

i slcians at each of the milk stations,
the course covering a period of twelvo
weeks.

In addition to the milk stations a
medical dispensary for children Is main-
tained In connection with tho Friend-
ship House and colored social settle-
ment stations.

MURDERER ADOPTS

SCIENTIST FAITH

Boston Man Who Killed Actress

Wife Will be Accompanied

to Chair by Reader.

BOSTON, May 29. If Chester Jor-
dan pays the penalty imposed upon
him of death in the olectrlc chair for
the murder of his actress wife, Hon-or- a,

his spiritual adviser will be a
Christian Scientist, G. Leonard Mc-
Neill, former reader of the First
Church of Cambridge. Jordan has ac-
cepted the teachings of the Scientist
faith. He would be the first Scientist
tb go to the chair.

"Jordan hecamo a Christian Scien-
tist because Its doctrines answered
Bfcveral questions which bad been pu7-zlln- g

htm for a long time, and that
no other church could answer for
him," said Mr. McNeill today.

"I became Mr. Jordan's adviser when
1 was reader In the First Church of
Christian Scientists in Cambridge,
and if It bo his desire I will continue
to act In that capacity and will go to
the electric chair with him at the
time of the electrocution."
