LONDON, May 29. It was generally
believed today that the strike of thetransport workers will be officially
called off within forty-eig- ht hours. This
will follow the action of Sir Edward
Clarke, who investigated the strike for
the board of trade and found both sides
to blame for violating? the agreement
reached last August. He advised that
the men return to work and leave mat-
ters In dlsputo to be adjusted through
legislation.

Secretary Buxton, of tho board of
trade, has called a conference of all of
the members of the Employers' Associa-
tion and the executive committee of
the Transport Workers for Friday, andnearly all of the employers have agreed
to attend.
