SENATOR BURTON'S DUTY.

United States Senator Burton was a trusted
follower of Aldrich throughout the.tariff revision up-
ward.

As engineer of the Taft steam roller in Ohio
he defended the Aldrich tariff, and deprecated any
further attempt to revise it; he deplored the direct
primary system, and announced his belief in the fail-
ure of popular government in the following language:

“A further benefit would arise by diminishing
the number of elective offices and increasing those
appointed,”

Senator Burton should round out his career in
the Senate, as well as finish it, by hurrying back
and taking up a cudgel in behalf of Lorimer. It
would be a pity were he to leave the monument of
standpattism, he has thus erected, without the cap-
stone. .

THE MARRIAGEABLE MIDDIES.

There is more zest in the graduating exercises
of the middies at Annapolis this year than ever be-
fore. In previous years the thorn under the roses
'was ill concealed. There were always at least half
a dozen who wanted to get married, but under the
rules of the Navy Department were not allowed to
do so unless it could be shown that the prospective
bride was able to support them in the manner to
swhich they had been accustomed.

New legislation makes them ensigns immediate-
ly upon their graduation, and under these circum-
stances they are allowed to wed without having to
go through as much formality as if they were wards
in chancery.

f SAFETY OF OCEAN TRAVEL.

' Senator Nelson of Minnesota has introduced a
'bill entitled ““the ocean safety bill of 1812,” embody-
iing all the lessons in the matter of navigation drawn
from the disaster of the Titanic, including stringent
egulations for better wireless equipment. That the
{Titanic was woefully deficient in safety appliances
‘and imperfect in the matter of regulations was
abundantly proven in the course of the inquiry. It
is imperative that Congress should profit by the les-
sons taught by the great disaster and, as far as pos-
sible, guard against a repetition of any such calamity
hereafter.

Only too often the memory of such accidents is
allowed to die out without even locking the stable
‘after one horse is gone. It is hoped that the meas-
wure which Senator Nelson has introduced, perfected,
if need be in the course of its passage, should be
adopted as soon as possible that the old-time confi-
dence in ocean travel may be restored and human
lives may no longer be placed in jeopardy.

CELEBRATING ONION DAY,

The chamber of commerce, down in San An-
ton’, is sending out a circular letter frankly asking
& little publicity for Onion Day, which has been fixed
as the thirtieth day of each returning May. The let.
ter bears date of the day after the feast, which is

nouncing his candidacy upon the ground that while

others were as progressive as he, he was assured |

that he was the only one who could command a for
midable foliowing at Chicago.

The States which are Republican, and from
which the Republican nominee must get his electoral
votes, that have wheeled into the Roosevelt proces.
sion by a direct command of the people are: 1l
nois, Pennsylvania, Massachusetts, Ohio, New Jer-
sey, North Dakota, California, Oregon, Nebraska,
and South Dakota, In these States Roosevelt re-
ceived 312 delegates out of a total of 354.

Add to these the delegate strength Roosevelt
has in such Republican States as Kansas, Missouri,
Michigan, Minnesota, Maine, West Virginia, and
Washington, and it is apparent that the Republican
masses desire Roosevelt as their nominee.

The fank and file have spoken. It is the rank
and file who will have to carry the election this year.
If its preference, as expressed at the ballot box, is
ignored; if its wishes are scouted, if its sanity is
questioned, and by deliberate manipulation of the
party machinery at Chicago Taft is nominated, the
only question left to be determined will be answered
at the Baltimore convention by the selection of the
next President,

TAFT IS VINDICATED!

Acting under especial directions from Taft him.
self, the Taft forces in Ohio Tuesday put into opera-
tion the recall of the decision of the majority, crown-
ed Boss Rule, paid homage to a feudal system of
Federal officeholders, adopted political grand larceny
as their only article of faith—and gloriously vindi.
cated the Administration of Wilfam Howard Taft,
The entire affair was singularly appropriate.

Always bear in mind that in a State-wide pri-
mary, wherein the voters had absolute freedom to
register their .opinion, and prior to which President
Taft and his supporters had canvassed every county
in the State and pleaded their case, Taft was over-
whelmingly repudiated by a direct vote of the rank
and file of the Republican party in Ohio.

Then contemplate the scenario of the Ohio
State convention, which reversed the will of the Re-
publican party of Ohio!

OFf eighty-eight county delegations Roosevelt
controlled fifty-one and Taft thirty-four. The ma-
jority of the delegations controlled by Roosevelt had
been chosen at the State-wide direct primary, by a
vote of the people. Roosevelt's delegations came
from the rural districts and the small cities.

Taft's delegations hailed from the large cities,
where Bossism is a luxuriant plant. They were hand-
picked. In all but three instances they came from
cities which Roosevelt had carried by popular vote,
but owing to the fact that the State delegates here
were selected by party caucuses or appointed by
Federal machinery, they lined up for Taft.

The delegation from Cleveland, for example,
was selected by United States Senator Burton and
his able lieutenant, Maurice Maschke, boss of Cleve-
land. It stood forty-eight for Taft and five for Roose-
velt, although in the direct primaries Roosevelt car-
ried Cleveland and all the adjacent territory, La
Follette ran second, while Taft was a feeble third.

Instances like this were multiplied in the con-
vention. By virtue of these rubber-stamped delega-
tions the Taft forces seized control of the credentials
committee by & majority of one district, winning two
districts by & majority of one delegate vote,

Having seized control of the committee in this
manner the Taft forces proceeded to organize the
convention, with Senator Burton as engineer of the
steam roller, Assistant Secretary of the Interior
Carmi Thompson, oiler, and Maurice Maschke, fire-
man. Brother Charley was inspector.

By using all of the methods known to the prac-
titioners of the boss system, by voting large blocks
of delegates like cattle in absolute contradiction te
the way their constituents voted, the Taft Federal
machine indorsed Taft's Administration, and selected
six Taft delegates-at-large from hOie to the Chicago
convention by & majority of 44 out of a total of 753
delegates,

One of these delegates was Warren G. Harding,
whom the Republicans of Ohio repudiated last elec-
tion by defeating him with Judson Harmon; snother
was United States Senator Burton, an Aldrich lieu.
tenant, and & third was Charles P. Taft, whose city
is governed by & Democrat elected upon the ground
that he had broken up the Taft-Cox machine,

And, as the curtain falls, L. C. Laylin, Taft's
titular Ohio manager, issues the statement: “The
action of today's convention clearly shows that the
Republicand still have confidence in President Taft.”

wibstitute for ether. ehloreform, and
cocaine, has bean adopted in the sur-
gleal departments of thres New York
houpitaly, These institutions are the
Cily Hospital, the German l{ospita), and
the Rethi Israel Hospital,

At the offices of Dr. Austin Flina,
Jr., It was astated that the uyse of this
unesthetls wan not new by ten Years,
ad that it was considered the "lnugh-
Ing-gas-of-surgery,’”’ being similar In
part composition and in offects to the
gas administerad by dentisls to pa-
tlenis with the toolha:he.

Fut, from Haymond C. Coburn, M, A.,
M. D. of Bretton Hall, who has been
retained ypon the staffa of the City
and Lieth Israel hospitals as a special-
ist to administer the new anesthetic
upon hoapitals’ patienis, meny detalls
were obtained,

“As & ppeliminary anesthetic for
ether, we have used nltrous nxide-
oxygen for many years, as Dr. Flint's
ofilce told you,* sald Dr. Coburn, *“'hut
it Is of only reent use for the entire
périod throughout an operation.

U'rged to explain the use of the new
anesthetlc so that the layman would
understand it, the doctor opened an or-
dinary leather hand satchel and unfold-
ed a nickeled tripod, Upon this he
placed horisontally a rack to hold the
necks of four suspended bottles. He
removed from the same satchel two
containers about the mizse and shape of
quart Thermos bottles, and suspended
them from opposite sldes of the rack
by thumbscrews about the necks. A
long rubber tubing with & Y-shaped
neck, either end of which fitted into the
containers, wan attached, The opposrite
end of this tube was fitted with a mansk
{dentical with that used by dentists to
place over the face of the patients.

“Now, this black container holds the
nitrous oxide-oxygen,”” sald the doctor.
“The opposite one, colored red, containe
pure ovxgen. We open the stopcock to
the dark tank and allow the patient to
inhale sufficlent of the contents until he
slaris to turn black, That i¢ due to the
effect on the blood ecorpuscles, The ‘)e
tlent is now unconscious because of the
offect upon the brain. But te main-
tain life at this stage the dentist re-
moves the mask, and the patlent grad-
ually recovers from inhaling the oxygen
of :f.. surrounding air while the tooth is
being removed. [n our operations we
now inject the puré oxygen from thw
red tank until the face returns tao its
natural color. That color must he main-
tained. We¢ have kept patients under
this anesthetic for four hours during
operations and they have recovered in

two minutes with absolutely no i1l ef-
fects.”

Marriages.

New President, at 82, Out-
lines Course He Will Fol-
low—Points to Evils.

ATLANTIC CITY, June b.—Cheer af-
ter cheer grested Dr, Abraham Jacobl
as ha stepped to the front of the plat.
form at the meeting of the American
Mediceal Assoclation yesterday and ae-
cepted the gavel ay the Insignin of the
highest office in the country to which
o physician may be appointed In the
line of his profession. As this remark-
able man of elghty-two assumed the
duties of his office he spoke with great
feeling and sald facetiously:

"I have been walting for more than
elghty years to get here, but now that
J have aceomplished it I am going to
tell what [ intend to do. There ls but
a mhort few years left to me, but In
that time I want to see the American
people regenerated.

Al the present time mothers do not
want to nurse their bables because they
do not know any better. You cannot
improve on nature by any form of mod-
incatlon of milk and thousands and
thousands of children are being sac-
rificed annually on the altar of the mod-
ined milk station because the women
have never been taught properly and
because the phyajeians think they may
lose their patlents {f they tell them to
do that which they have made up thelr
minds not to do (rrespective of the cost,

“We have got to have national legis-
lation to compe] the control of the
marriage relation, My first work will
be the appointment of a committe which
will take up the question of health
certificates before marriage, and If this
is not done the American people are
doomed to be one of the extinet races
within the next century.

Canadian Tells of
Carelessness
Operations.

Sponge Sewed Up in Pa-

tient Causes Tumor in
Intestinal Tract.

ATLANTIC CITY, June b.—Many in-
teresting papers were read om surgery
at the mesting of the surgical section
of the American Medical Association,
which met on tha stesl pler yesterday.
Paper after paper was read which
showed msome advance over methods In
vogue only a few years ago.

It remained for Dr, Ingersoll Olm-
stead, of Hamlilton, Ontario, to startle
the surgeona. Dr. Olmstead reported
three cases, two of which had to do
with gause left In the abdomen which
caused tumors,

The third case was stlll mors seri-
ous. Dr. Olmstead was called Into con-
sultation to And out what caused an
obstruction in the (ntestinés of & man
of prominence In the Canadian govern-
ment. He had been treated at g promi-
nent medical institution in Toronto, and
one of the surgeons of that hospital had
operated on him for the relief of his
symptoms. After the operation the
patient did not Improve, but developed
a tumor which could not be explained.
After an X-ray. examination Dr, Olm-
rtead advised operation, as with the
previous experience he had lsarned that
somotimes eveén BUrgeons are careless.
As moon as the abdominal cavily was
opened the tumor was exposed, and
when It was excised It w found to
contain & sponge that would soon have
dave:?’ped poisoning had It not been re-
moved.

The patient had lost blood and wap
anemic, and days after the second oper-
ation his life was despaired of, and only
by the use of normal salt solution and
other restoratives was life sustained
and recovery completed. ‘The sponge
and the tumor which eneased It com-
pletely obstructed the intestine, and the
process of digestion had been so inter-
fered with that it was enly possible to
feed the man artificlally.

In the discussion of the paper Dr.
Olmstead asked [f there was any ex-
cuse for carclesaness of thla character.
He said that for a long time he had

ndered over the advisability of expos-
ng the conditions which existed, and
that after due deliberation he belleved
it was best that such matters should
be exposed. and that the profession as
well as tha publie should be warned.
Perhaps the surgeeons who Wwera Te-
sponsible for the cases he clited had left
the cleaning 11: to the nurses, he sald,
but If they did they were as culpable
as though they had knowingly neglected
thelr work.
