Tried Suicide.

Sensational testimony was given be-

fore the examiner In tho case, Mrs.
Georgia O. Carr, mother of Lieutenant

,Carr testifying that the latters wife
on one occasion swallowed either car-
bolic acid or lysol, and several other
times threatened to commit suicide.
She said that her daughter-in-la- w told
her that she had always had her own
way at home and that whenever she
threatened to end her life "everybody
Just flew."

Tho witness also testified that her
daughter-in-la- w told her that sho
teased and tantalized her husband to
arouse his Jealousy, "because ho looks
handsomer when ho Is angry."

"Mrs. Carr had me buffaloed, to ubo
slang," declared Lieutenant Carr on the
witness stand. "I got tired of her
threatening to commit suicide after a
while."

Hnma lHfln nhllnsnnhv was nlven by
Lieutenant Carr on the witness stand
about his devclopement from an un-
sophisticated youth to a man of the
world and how he looked at things dif-
ferently as he matured.

"I have been down on tho Texas bord-

PRICES OF BUTTER

TAKE SMALL JUMP

Advance Of Half Cent a Pound Is

Made To Washington
Dealers.

Following butter prices that for several
weks have been firm on account of the
Immense amount of butter that has
tn ntored for next winter, the whole
sale price to Washington dealers was
boosted a half-ce- nt per pound.

Dealers state, however, that this will
make no difference In the retail figure
asked, and that the price tho consumer
must pay will remain the same, at
least until further Increase In the
wholesale price, which Is not expected
for some time.

The wholesale price In Elgin today Is
25 cents, which makes tho wholesale
price to the Washington dealers laid
dawn B7H cents per pound, with fancy
grades running 1 cent per pound more.
The present retail price ranges from 30

cents to 35 cents per pound, depending
on the grade.

IN WICKLIFFES

TRAGIC DEATH

Neither Friends Norv Police
Able to Account for

Accident.

(Continued from First Page.)
box which lsstatlbncd at tho end of
tho bridge, because It has been torn
from Its position, and was bloody. An,
examination of tho body proved that'
In addition to tho blows, which woro
sufficient to have caused death, ho had
suffered from a hemorrhage of tho
brain. Tho train crow picked the body
up and carried It down to tho foot of
tho embankment.

At first the identity of the victim was
uncertain, because the police could not
believe that he was a member of Con-
gress, but cards In the pockets revealed
his Identity.

At first his young faco, for he was
but thirty-eig- ht years old, and seemed
ten years younger, added to tho belief
that possibly there was some mtstako;
that the unfortunate man was but a
stranger wandering aimlessly about.

Taken to Morgue.
Tho body was removed to the morgue.

Coroner Nevltt was busy holding
another Inquest, and when Informed of
tho tragic death of Congressman Wick
llffe, he announcod that the same Jury
sitting would bq sworn In to hear the
case.

One theory was advanced late this
afternoon that might throw some light
on the tragedy, but It Is so slim thatnothing definite Is expected from It. ItIs understood that late yesterday after-
noon Congressman Wlckllfto told his sec-
retary that ho would like to go fishing
today. The guentlon was asked today
on strength of this Information whetherIt was his Intontlon to havo fished in
tho Potomac near the bridge.

Born In Kentucky In 1874.
Robert C. Wickllffc, Democrat, of St.

Franclsvllle, La., was born at Bards-tow- n,

Ky., May 1, 1874, while his parents
were on a visit to relatives In that
State. Ho was educated In tho public
schools of St. Franclsvllle, La., whenco
he entered Center College, Danville, Ky.,
from which Institution he wbb gradu-
ated In 1895 with the degree of B. S. He
then entered the law department of Tu-la- ne

University, Now Orleans, La., grad-
uating in 1897.

Returning to his homo in West
Fellclama county, he began practicing
his profession at St. Franclsvllle, in
that parish. In 1898 he was elected to
represent his parish in the constitutional
convention of that year which framed
the present constitution of Louisiana.

Upon the adjournment of that body,
in Mny, 193, he enlisted In Company
F, First Louluianu infantry, serving
through the Bpnlili-Aincrlca- n war. Ho
vj.xb mustered out of the service with
his r"glment In October, ui'S, and

to his home, resuming the prac-
tice of law.

In ll'&u he was elected district attor-
ney of the Twenty-fourt- h Judicial dis-
trict of 1 Ho was married
April 20, 1903, to Miss Lydla V. Cooko,
of Louisville, Ky. In 1B0S he wus a
cundldute under the primaries, law for
the nomination for Congress from the
SUth district of his State, was electel,
mul then to the prascnt
term.

Mrs. Wickliffe in
House Gallery When
News of Tragedy Came

Unaware that her huFbaud had been
fiulilenly killed by a train In this city,
Mrs Robert C. Wlckltffo, wife or Con-
gressman Wickliffe, occupied a scat In
the House gallsry this morning when
Congressman Estoplnal arose to an
nounce the death of his colleague. The- -

events which followed constitute one
of the most tragic nnd pathetic lncl-dnn- ts

over witnessed In the House.
As Congiessman Estoplnal arose to

move tfiat the House adjourn out of
tespect ti one of lta members who had
bucn dead lesB than three hours, Jerry
South, iha chief clerk of the Houjc,
lnnl.'iri tnnmivl tho mair.hora' iraUmtr.
Tn Ilia fmnt rn.v In ;.nlmntiwl Ann.iiHiti. '
tlon wlth'her sister, sat Mrs Wlrkllrfe.

Sho was smiling, oblivious to tho sor-
row that had overtaken tho House,
and wliHh even thin caused members
to gather In little groups on the. floor
telow and talk In whispers of tho
tragedy.

Asked to Suspend.
"Will the gentleman suspend a mo-

ment'" asked Speaker Clark, as his
gnzc, too, fell upon Mrs. Wickliffe in
the gallery. By this time various mem-
bers were gazing rorrowfully toward
the happy woman above.

Tears ratna to the eyes of many as
they hurriedly dl.l Hissed plans to get
Mrs. Wlckllrfa away before the

of her husband's death was
made.

.Speaker Clark dispatched Mr. South to
the gallery. He asked Mrs. Wickliffe
to accompany hlm to tho Speaker's
room. Meanwhile Mr. Estoplnal had
been acquainted with the second trag-
edy staged tn the House chamber, and
he and Congressmen Cullop and Heflin
went Into tho corridor to meet Mrs.
Wickliffe.

As she stepped Into the elevator en
route to the Speaker's office, intuition
told Mrs. Wickliffe that something was
wrong.

"What is the matter" she asked, turn-
ing toward the venerable General Es-
toplnal, whose eyes were dim.

"We can't tell you yet," Bald Mr.
South.

"Where Is Bob?" asked Mrs. Wick-
liffe.

"Ho has boen hurt a little." said one
of the group, seeking to break tho news
nentlv in the absence of a woman.

For more than an hour Mrs. Champ
Clark, Mrs. Culllp, and other friends of

Mrs. Wickliffe had been searching for
her. Tho wife of the Louisiana member,
however, had been shopping and camo
direct from the downtown district to
tho House galleries,

"Has Bob been drowned?" Mrs. Wick-
liffe asked hb she half staggered Into
the Speaker's private office.

"He has been hurt by a train," re-
sponded Congressman Hefilln, still
dreading to tell the whole truth.

"You aro hiding, something from me,"
sho said, a moment later. "I want to
know tho truth. Is Bob dead?"

"Ho Is dead," answered Mr. Hefiln.
Falls In Faint.

,Mjs. Wickliffe sat rigid for a second,
ilien sho fell limply back Into the chair.
Thinking she had swooned Mr. South
sought Congressman "Foster, who' Is a
physician, and ho came hurriedly to
tho Speaker's room, whore ho admin-
istered restoratives to the overwrought
wife.

For more than ten minutes Mrs.
Wickliffe Bald little. Sho sat with star-
ing eyes, a convulsive shudder going
over her body again and again. So
unexpectedly did tho shock come that
Mrs. Wickliffe did not at first seem to
realize what had happened, that al-

most within the twinkling of an cyo she
had assumed the sorrows of

While Mr. Foster and other members
remained with Mrs. Wickliffe, Congress-
man Estoplnal returned to the House
whero he made tho format announce-
ment which had been halted a few mo-

ments beforo by the pathetic discovery
that Mrs. Wlckllfto would learn of her
husband's death only when It was an-

nounced In the formal tones of the
House reading clerk.

Ere this every member In tho Houso
was awaro of tho catlso of tho Inter-
rupted proceedings. Scores of eye, somo
of them bedlmmcd with tears, were turn-
ed toward the gallery, as Mrs. Wlck- -
Uffco, still smiling, answered the mys-

terious summons to come to the Speak-
er's office. As thoy watched her leave
the gallery, members wrung their han'ls
and declared:

"It is the most awful thing I have
ever witnessed."

"Get a woman to tell her. get a wom-
an to tell her," chorused thoso who
gathered In the corridors. Several mem-
bers went to the telephone to summon
women friends of Mrs. Wickliffe, but
before they arlved she had been told
tho heartrending news.

After sho had partly rocovercd her
composure, Mrs. Wickliffe asked to be
taken to her littlo girl.

The grlefstricken wlfo boro up well,-u- s

she left tho bpeaker's office and
ptarted homeward in an automobile.

"Poor littlo woman," said Congress-
man Foster, "sho Is In a highly ner-vou- b

state. She doesn't seem to fully
realize as yet the truth of It all."

Did Not See Seat.
In tho gallery Mrs. Wlcklirto fortun-

ately occupied a scat from which she
could not seo the crepe-bedecke- d desk
of her husband. Onco Bhe started to
lean over tho raiting, from which posi-

tion she might havo seen, and several
members started simultaneously toward
the gallery to call her away. Mr.
South, however, reached the gallery a
moment later and a possible scene was
averted.

While Mrs. Wickliffe was leaving the
gallery, the House transacted absolute-i- v

no business and hundreds of persons
who were not aware of what was tax-
ing place about them gazed wondcrlng-l- y

upon tho unimual sceno. During this
erlod Speaker Clark, who feels a keen

personal loss in the sudden death of
the young Louisiana member, occupied
himself in preparing a list of those
who will attend the funeral. After Mrs.
Wlckllfto had gone, the wpeaxer mo-
tioned to Mr. Estoplnal, who made tho
formal announcement which had been
withheld under such peculiar circum-
stances a few moments before.

The House took an Immediate ad-
journment. Tho committee named by
the Speaker to attend the funeral is
ns follows:
