BOARD OF TRADE
DECLINES T0 VOTE
ON HEALTH BILL

Prefers to Talk Commercial
Business to Taking Up
Committee Report.

Prefoerring the Interests of (rads to
those of the public health of the Dis-
triet, the Board of Trade at fts West-
iIng at the Willard last night, voted
to lay on the table the report of its
public health committes, which sought
to approva a Wil regulating cold stor-
age of food supplos in the Distriet,
After listening to a denunciation of
the bill on th: grovnd that it would
be detrimental to the interests of thoss
engagsd in the cold storage business in
the Distriet, the board denled Dr, D.
Ferey Hickling, chalrman of the publie
health committes, any opportunity to
reply to the attack, and ioted down
the commities's retommendation after
the ono-slded discussion, using a metion
tn lay on the table as the means to pre-
vent dabate,

One of the rscommendations of the
committee on public heilth, the report
of which was presented Ly Dr. Hick-
ling, was in approval of House bil] 8,
to rogulats the storage of food supplles
in the District, Dr. Hickling briefly
explained it. Opposition to the recoms-
mendation areosa immediately, and A,
A. Birnay Aezlared that tne Bl ghould
be named one “to drive trade from the
District of Columbia and ralse the prica
of food In Washington.” Mr. Birney
sald that recently a cold storage plant
hud been erpctad hére by Washinglon
capital to the extsnt of $00,000, which
would be uselesa if the proposed bill
were passed. The measure would drive
trade to Baltimors, Philadelphia, and
Chicago, he sald, and that the legisla-
tlon I8 unnecessary. He closed by
moving to lay the matter on the table,
which motlon tha chalr, holding toe be
undebatable, was passéd without fur-
ther dlscusaion.

After passin gthis motion M. D, Ros-
enberg declared such treatment of com-
mittes's reports would have a tendency
to discournge committees which had
given time and study to the work as-

signed to them, and moved that the
public health nommu&u bring In at the
next convenléent meeting a re upon
the subject of cold ator!z& of m ’Rln
was pagsed,

The other racommendations of the
public health committiee wére approvéd,
approval of a bill to prohibit the use oL
public drinking cups and to prevent the
communication of Infectious diseases,
and urging the enactment of legislation
entablishing an asylum for Inebriates.

The board got into a wrln{la over one
of the recommendations of ths commit-
tea on rivers harbors, which waa
presented by M. L. Weller.
