NEARLY DOUBLED

EN THE SICT

Strong Storms Have Effect
of Shooting Up Prices In

Washington Markets.

The strong northeast storms of thn
last few days have had the effect of
nearly doubling tho price of fish in
Washington .within a week.

Catches of trout, Spanish mackerel,
flounders, butterfish and croakers, along
me jersey and Southern shores have
been bo short tRat the market here has
been only partially supplied. This morn-ln- g

trout were bringing almost a record
price for the time of year, at fromu $7
per barrel, to $9 per barrel. Flounders
were selling at about the same figure,
while Spanish mackerel wholesaled In
many Instances at 1214 cents per pound.

Even tho catches of fish on the Poto-
mac and tributaries have been affected,
so that a general rise of from 10 to 35
per cent in the wholesale price was felt
here. Most heavy retailers carry a
lurge supply in storage all tho time, so
that the retail figure will not be af-
fected, In nny marked degree, It was
stated today.
