We shall not attempt to divide honors .with that
vigorous exponent of Democracy by hazarding a

Rather
let us confine ourselves to the discussion of the
anatomy of the animal that is causing 6uch a furore
in the ranks of the unwashed and unterrified.

After diligently watching the houn' dawg wend
its way in and out the hotel lobbies, and up and
down the aisles of the armory we are greatly aston-

ished to find it a lineal descendant of our old friend,
"Entomologist."

"Entomologist" was a dachshund immortalized
by its owner, "Bill Nye." It was so constructed that
when Nye saw it passing his study window he had
to wait for hours until its head or tail appeared, in
order that he might know in which direction it was
going.

Champ Clark has taken liberties with its pedi
gree to classify it as a houn' dawg, but what's in a
name so long as the characteristics remain untainted.

THE NOMINEE IS THE ISSUE.

The fight at Baltimore to force the adoption of
a progressive platform has been won, apparently.
But the ease with which it was won gives rise to
a suspicion that the reactionary forces are willing
to let Bryan and his associates have the platform,
if the bosses can name the candidate.

Inasmuch, as the order of business has been
changed so that the platform will not adopted until
after the nomination has been made, the Bosses
have nothing to lose and everything to gain. If
they lose the nomination, they will not care a fig
about the platform, for the fat will be in the fire
in so far as their interests are concerned.

But if they succeed in selecting a reactionary
or pseudo-progressiv- e as the candidate they can well
appear to offset this by turning about and adopting
a radical platform. What difference to the Bosses
who writes the platform, if they pick the man who
is to dispose of it? "The gift without the giver is
bare." A progressive platform in the hands of one
not in sympathy with it would be meaningless.

Mr. Bryan would be playing good politics if, in
event the Bosses named the candidate, he should
throw his influence in favor of a platform that would
harmonize with the nominee and hang the reaction-
ary forces by their own noose, as Roosevelt did at
Chicago.

AVOIDING HEAT PROSTRATION.

The beginning of heat prostrations throughout
the country lends a timely interest to some of the
suggestions which a native of India has been hand
ing out in New York, where the sunstroke is most at
home. He knows whereof he speaks, for in his
own country men have learned not to take any
chances. In the first place he ridicules the style of
straw hat most generally worn. There seems to be
reason to believe that the back of the neck, above
everything else, should be protected, so the East
Indian advocates the helmet, with its wide brim be-

hind, and pith, he contends, is a better material than
any straw. He points to the flaring sombrero of
the Mexican and the small number of sunstroke;
which occur in that country.

The siesta in the early afternoon, when every-
body quits work and either sleeps or at least re-

mains perfectly quiet, is strongly commended, though
he hardly expects the rushing American to adopt
it. He strongly opposes taking any drinks whatever,
and is not in favor of baths, which tend to stop the
perspiration.

MAKING ALFALFA STEW.

We have it upon the high authority of Bottom
the Weaver that "Good hay, sweet hay, hath no fel-

low." His fondness for this succulent provender of
the meadowlands has not, however, entirely pre

certain Colorado hotels arc attempting to popularize,
With the value of the flcshpols steadily mounting,
the new cereal if such be the proper term of de-

Such being
the case, present conditions parallel those of the
past very closely, and the garden housekeeper, as
well as the epicure, is interested.

It appears that alfalfa flour has been made into
very ptlatnLle bread for a long time. The only thing
prejudicial about it is its color, which has the swarthy
complexion of rye bread. The nutritious quality of
alfalfa admits of no question. The one obstacle to
be overcome is to give the bread, and presumably
the stew, a more attractive appearance.

The wizardry of modern ingenuity ought to bo
able to accomplish so slight a task. An excellent
quality of olive oil was regularly manufactured from
cotton seed, and no one was any the wiser, until the
pure food Hawkshaws became active.

It is not quite true that Ronquelere, the im-

mortal chef of Marechal de Richelieu, made a course
dinner of a pair of old boots, but it is true that from
one ox and some dried fruit he made twenty-tw- o

different dishes of which fifty princes and princesses
were invited to partake, and djd partake with great
gusto. Who knows but what the faithful alfalfa may
be converted into victuals of an exquisite and vastly
variegated savor?

By force of circumstances, this is becoming a
vegetarian era, and the alfalfa experiment is worthy
of a full and fair trial.

AS OTHERS SEE US.

Papers which stood together under the Repub-
lican party's banners in former years when that
party was constructive and progressive and stood
for the people are now divided into two camps. One
is supporting Taft, reactionary policies, Special Priv-

ilege, the rule of the Bosses; the other is supporting
Roosevelt, progressive policies, honest politics, the
rule of the people.

The former pooh-poo- h the idea that Roosevelt
and his third party movement will get anywhere or
that he will be a factor in this campaign. They
lean upon the broken reed of party regularity think-

ing it will sustain them in their fight against the
masses.

The latter, firm in the belief that the people
rule in fact as well as theory, take counsel from
their knowledge that the people are determined
to put an end to Big Business and Machine Politics,
and are fixed in their purpose to regain control of
their Government, and they are confident that Roose-

velt is the commanding figure.
The best judges of the situation are those who

are opposed to both Roosevelt and Taft. How are
they forming their battle lines? Which do they re-

gard as the foeman worthy of their steel, the man
to be feared in a contest for the indorsement of the
people?

The party which is to select an opponent to both
Taft and Roosevelt is now in session. It is receiving
counsel from papers of national reputation, papers
which viewed the Chicago convention with the eye
of an enemy searching for the weak point of attack,
anxious to ascertain the impregnable positions. While
they may have had their individual bias as to which
they wished to see win Taft or Roosevelt they
are not permitting that bias to blind their eyes to
the situation as it now exists.

No paper in the country is more bitterly op-

posed to Roosevelt than the New York World, ortho-

dox in its Democracy. Its hatred of Roosevelt
amounts to fanaticism. Under no condition could it
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be induced to add one jot or tittle to his popularity
and strength that the necessity of
and the interest of Democracy did not wrest from
it. No reactionary Republican paper in the country
opposed Roosevelt's control of the Chicago conven-

tion with half the zeal and skill that the World dis-

played.
Yet the World facing the necessity of picking

a winning candidate for the Democratic party, utters
this warning:.

The Democratic party is face to face with another
great crisis.

If the Baltimore convention blunderu, Theodore
Roosevelt instantly becomes a vital factor In the cam-
paign.

And yet again in today's issue it says: :

If Ryan and Murphy and the Tobacco trust and
Tammany Hall nominate their kind of candidate, Mr.
Roosevelt will at once become the great leader of a new
great party. If Ryan and Murphy and tho Tobacco
trust and Tammany Hall nominate a political hack
like Champ Clark, Mr. Roosevelt's party will instantly
becomo tho one hope of radicals and progressives. The
campaign will be a contest between William H. Taft
and Theodore Roosevelt, and tho Democratic ticket will
bo an object of derision and contempt.

The Baltimore Sun, another stanch organ of
Democracy, opposed to Roosevelt, although not as
bitterly as the World, offers in this morning's issue
this bit of advice to the convention within its city,
upon the eve of the nomination:

If It (the Democratic party) wishes to secure to the
party the fruition of this raro and great opportunity, it
must put into the field a man whoso candidacy will
either arrest tho growth o? the Roosevelt movement or
bo strong enough to make a triumphant
against it.

These citations are typical not exceptional
of the attitude of the Democratic press.

Nowhere is there the least suspicion or the
slightest fear that Taft is going to cut any figure in
this campaign.

The fight is between Roosevelt at the head of
a third party, and the nominee of the Laltimore con-

vention.

Assistants Should De Given an
Increase In Salary.

To the Editor of THE TIMEB:
After reading bo many letters publish-

ed In your valuable paper, on the sub-
ject of the Injustice to the underpaid
"printer's assistant," I can't resist, with
your permission, to say something, but
which Is based solely on the equitable
side of the question. I can't for the life
of me seo what difference It makes what
pay a printer or his assistant received
before entering the bureau or why a
girl's wearing apparel or a man's brand
of cigars should enter Into the argu-
ment at all. It seems to me the ma-
terial has been sacrificed for the Imma- -.

terial In the expressions of opinions. As
I have said, I have read a number of
those letters, both In affirmative and
negaUvo, and all savor of aggressive-
ness rather than In a friendly spirit.
The question Is most plain and simple,
and It will be admitted that the printer
may moke, at his discretion, either 15

or IS per dlora, while his assistant can
not receive more than $1.60 per day for
tho same working time and exactly an
equal amount of arduous labor. Of the
$1.60 the United States Government pays
25 cents per day and tho printer $1 25
per day Just think of that (but with all
respect), this big government paying a
person a cents per day for a run day s
worn, suoject to me dictation or r!

Mind you. It must be a day's
work, and not like the more Just and
equitable practice at the Soldiers' Home
of the District of Columbia. At the
home they give an Inmate a shovel or
trowel and send him out in the grounds
to be his own boss, and because of thevery nominal pay. 25 cents per diem, he
gets the pay whether he works little or
much. I cannot believe It's the Inten-
tional fault of Congress. It may be said
so because of the absence of legislation
for better pay. But maybe those gentle-
men who have to do with that subject
are not fully conversant with the facts
In the case, else they might think, many,
If not all, of those girls have others de-
pending on the bread-winnin- g, and In-

crease, or cause to be Increased, their
Pay to at least 12.60 per diem. Now. In
the argument with the printer we will
allow that he receives only (?) J6.50 per
day. After paying the girl 11.25 (his
share of the expenses) he has left i5.2o,
or over three times as much as ihe has,
ror an equal amount oi arduous physi-
cal labor. I will not attempt to criticise
the personal views of the printer on this
subject, but have Just submitted facts.
I know a nuniDer or those gentlemen,
and they are good fellows. But we may
be good fellows and be mistaken. Again,
all men are prone to selfishness In love
and bread-winnin- g, and considering the
attention required or tne girl in the in-
terest of her printer, making it possible
for him to do an extra amount of work
some days and better work all days, It
seems little enough for him to odd 60
cents more each day to her pittance.
This, together with 60 cents more each
day by Congress, would make her pay
reasonable. It Is not sufficient to say,
"If you don't like It, get out." It is
much better to correct in the good old
United States way by pleasing all. Tho
same consideration and kindness which
actuated Lieut. Walnwrfaht to save th
enemy at Santiago by a rescue from tho
magazine ship, after the surrender of
fleet, and which Is characteristic of this
glorious Union, should stimulate the
makers of our laws to better the con-
ditions by Increasing the nay of those
of our women, whether they be of our

tlio District Bar to Berlse the
Present Divorce Laws I

To the Editor of THE TIMES:
Tho Bar Association of tho District

has gone upon record favoring a chango
In tho divorce law of this Jurisdiction.
The claim Is that the present law Is In
adequate to meot the needs and do Jus
tice. The attorneys recommend some
vital changes, which appear logical as
well as needed.

It seems to mo that their action In
this matter ought to be welcomed with
open-minde- d candor by all oltlzens. Tho
bar Is the most conservative class of
professional citizens In the body politic,
so that whan an association of attor-
neys, deliberately urge any chango Inlegislation It Is beyond dispute, almost,
that there must be some serious need
for the suggested changes.

The association's recommendation
does not seek to make conditions lessexacting, nor is It the Intent to make
divorce "easy;" but four causes are
named. Instead of one, as the law now
Is, and each one of these four Is seriousenough, it seems to me that any fair-mind-

man or woman must concede
that any one of the causes Is fully as
serious, and as criminal, as any other.
If any one of these causes be true themarriage Is a failure. Love Is gone, self-respe- ct

outraged, home robbed of Its
peace, ana tne union or two hearts fa-
tally disrupted. Tho mission of the law
Is to provide relief, to do simple Justice,
so lar as possinie.

There ore those who do not bolleve In
divorce at all, for any cause. Such peo-
ple would be severely consistent at theexpense of being unpardonably cruel
and unjust. Those who oppose all di-
vorce usually change their "belief"
when actual experience In marital mis-
ery wrecks a home of their own mak-
ing. Suffering wrongs awakens sym-
pathy for our fellows, fated to endure
similar or more serious wrongs.

The present law of the District pro-
vides absolute divorce for only one
cause. Namely, Infidelity, or adultery.
But for most part Infidelity does not
work any more evil, nor destroy home
ties any more surely, than crimes of
cruelty, brutality, drunken beastlal ity,
willful and continuous desertion and
their Inevitably attendant miseries.

It Is charged that the clergy of the
District are mainly responsible for thepresent law, enacted some dozen years
ago. I am disposed to doubt thatcharge's trtuhfulncss. Ministers n n
class are too benevolent-minde- d, too
sympathetic, to do any lnjustlco know-
ingly. Ministers would hardly advocate
lnws that would be partial and unjust,
and the present divorce law of the Dis-
trict Is most unfair and unjust. In that
it provides relief In one class of cases
and denies relief and Justice In othercases, different In class and character,
but In which the parties are equally
outraged and fully as helpless. It seems
to me that the ministers of this city
should Indorse the recommendations of
the Bar Association and use their Influ-
ence to change the law, that It be more
humane, equitable, and Impartial.

One paper of this city has Insinuated
that the attorneys have mercenary mo-
tives In this action. It would give" themmore business. It Is charged! I considerthat charge very unfair, even slanderous, wnr not. with equal nlausibllltaccuse the ministers with Improper mo-
tives for urging the making of the pres-tn- t

law?
The fact is the attorneys come to

know tho bitter facts about marital dis-

In the course of a year some thou-
sands of advertisements are published
In the "Agony" columns of the Press

legatees, and others. Many c--f these
notices, apart from their monetary
value, possess a curious air of romance
which renders them of groat general
Interest, says a London dispatch to the
Chicago Inter Ocean.

The estato of John Cowe, of Glasgow,
and John Eraser Bennett, of London,
have fallen to his majesty, the King,
and the relations or legatees of John
Christie, who went abroad In lffll, may
share In two legacies amounting to

16,000. Walter Crossklll, who died In
Canada, and whose wife was reported
to have been killed at a railway cross-
ing, has left unclaimed property; the
Rev. C. B. Brome, who went to Aus-
tralia or Tasmania in 1879, Is missing,
and the heirs of James Davles, stone-
cutter, who left Cardiff for America In
1874, are wanted to claim a large estate.
Eustaco R. Webb, born In Norfolk In
1S74, is Inquired for; also Edward
Byrne, of Belfast, In 1850, while par-
ticulars are required as to the effects
of Lieut.
