Death Sudden.

Mr. Horstmann's death was very sud-
den He was reading Iin his library,
when he was suddenly stricken by heart
dipease and dled hefore he could be
reached by Dr. H, W. Moffit, who wasa
called by Mr, Horstmann's valet, who
was the only person resent. George
Howard and John ¥. Wilking were sum-
moned by Dr. Moffit to take charge of
the house until the arrival of relativea,

Mr. Horstmann was a memebr of an
old Phlladelphin fa . Hin father had
amassed a considerabld Lprtune, owning
the Willlam #H. Horstmann_Company,
which since his death has beeh-operated
by Walter Horstmann.

Upétn coming to Washington, Mr_
Horatmann became identified wjth sev-

,eral of the leading soclal clubs of the

city, including the Metropolitan, the
Chevy Chase, and the Allbl Club. He
was very fond of golf and frequently
plaved with President Taft.

Mr. Horstmann first became known to
the publie. generally wheh he! was ap-
pointed {nspector of enloons in the Dis-
trict about two years ago. Hea sarved
four or five months, whén he. was dis-
migeed by the Commissloners because of
trouble between him and the members
of the Excise Board.

Appealed to President,

Horstmann took the matter to
Taft, who heard the com-
plaint but took no actlion. Last Oc-
tober Mr. Horstmann fled charges
against Bamuel T. Kalbfus, one of the
members of the Execlse Board, alleging
that the latter had financial interests
with brewers who appear hefore him,
The hearing occupled two weks and
finally reeulted Iin a vindication of
Kalhfus by thg Commissioners,

Mr., Horstmann's heart had been giv-
fng him trouble for several months and
for the past two weeks he had left his
resldence only onee or twice. He was
thirty-five years old.
