With a Southerner ao hlB running
mate on the ticket the colonel hopes
to break Into the "solid South" and
attract voters who otherwise would
support Woodrow Wilson.

The effort of the Taft forces In
Kansas to keep the Roosevelt candi
dates for electors oft the ballot, at
the primaries In that State next
Tuesday was roundly scored In a
statement dictated by the former
President today.

Attacks Administration.
He attacked the whole Taft organiza-

tion, including Charles D. Utiles, for
trying, ns he put it, to prevent the
voters everywhere from having any
voice In their own affairs. Colonel
Roosevelt showed the following letter
from William Allen White, his personal
representative In Kansas:

"Taft men, headed by Dave Mulvane,
who was rear brakeman on the steam-
roller at Chicago, are taking the pri-
mary case before Justice Pitney, on the
constitutional question involved in the

to' every" man his political rights."
Colonel Roosevelt then said:
"The Kansas people feel that the ap-

peal cannot be successful and that It
is a fresh illustration or the wicked way
in which the effort is being made to
twist the Constitution so as to cause It
to protect privilege against the people
instead of to protect the people against
privilege.

"This is an effort by Mr. Tart's man-
agers in Kansas to use the Supreme
Court in order to deny the people of
Kansas the right to a referendum under
the Kansas laws as to what was done
in the Chicago convention, Kansas be-
ing the only State in the union where
such a referendum may be had at a le-

gally conducted primary.
May Be Invalidated.

"The Kansas 'people feel in accord
with the formal protest made by Gov-
ernor Stubbs that if the case is not de-

cided by Thursday the whole primary
may be invalidated, as Kansas country
printers may be unable to 'print and
the clerks legally deliver the ballots
for the primary on August 6. The de-

cision Is to come later.
"This' action is simply a fresh illus-

tration of the (attitude of the Repub-
lican bosses as shown In the national
convention.

"The same attitude was taken by the
Irresponsible politicians, Mr. Mulvane
and the Taft managers In Kansas, to
keep the people from saying whom
they wish to vote for as candidates.

"There could be no better proof of
the urgent need for the formation of a
new party which shall In good faith
and In reality, and not as a sham, ac-
cept and act upon the doctrine that In
this country the people themselves shall
rule themselves."

The former President found himself
somewhat embarrassed today over the
report that John M. Parker, Democrat,
of Louisiana, will be the permanent
chairman of the third party convention.
Parker Is to be one of the seconders of
the colonel's nomination for the Presi-
dency. It wouldn't do, the colonel re-

marked, to have him perform both
offices.

"We want to have a Southern Demo-
crat as permanent chairman," observed
Roosevelt, "but Mr. Parker will not be
the man. I don't know Just yet who
the chairman is to be. For the sec-
onders we want to have as many dif-

ferent parts of the country represented
as possible, and not to have too manv
of them."

It has been decided that Roosevelt
will leave for Chicago at 4 o'clock Sat-

urday afternoon.

FQREtGNERS WARNED

TO KEEP HANDS OFF

AT MAGDALENA BAY

Senate Committee Presents
Strong Resolution JGiv- -

ing All Notice.

Tho Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee today took action that amounts
to a warning to Japan and all other
foreign nations to keep hands off from
the shores of Magdalcna bay.

The warning, In fact, Is broader than
this. It sets up the "No trespass" sigh
for the notice of foreign nations all
along the snores of the Western Hemi-
sphere.

Senator Lodge, by direction of the
committee, reported to the Senate the
follnwlmr rflsnltit.'r-n- : . ' .'--i

"Resolvett, That When any harbor or
other place in the American continents
is so situated that the occupation there-
of for naval or military purposes might
threaten tho communications or the
safety of the United States, the Gov-
ernment of the United States could not
see without crave concern the posses
sion of such harbor, or other place, by
any corporation or association which
has such a relation to another govern-
ment, not American, as to give that
government practical power of control
for national purposes."

This resolution Is tho one prepared by
Senator Lodge. While aimed straight
at the Magdalena bay case, It Is by no
means confined to that It Is expected
the Senate will adopt It.

When Senator Lodge presented the
resolution to the Senate, Senator Nel-
son of Minnesota said he had only one
objection to It. He pointed out that
the members of the .syndicate which
was seeking to transfer land on the
shores of Magdalena bay to a Japan-
ese concern were Americans, He said
they were unpatriotic and their nams
ought to go In the resolution.

Senator Lodge took the view that
Inasmuch as iese names were
brought out In the correspondence it
was unnecessary to name them In the
resolution.

The resolution went over uxitll to-
morrow under the rules.

Wife and Son Reach City For

Tho noUflcatlon committee,
one member from each State, and head-
ed bv Chairman Ellhu Root, will meet
at the executive offices shortly before
noon and march to the south porch of
the White House, Whero the President
and Mrs. Taft will receive them. A
crowd of 1,000 guests will be on the lawn
beneath the porch to hear Root's speech
of notification and Taft's acceptance.
Chairman Hllles will be on hand at the
exercises. The speeches will be fol-

lowed by a reception and luncheon.

Attempt to Prove That So-Call- ed

Alibi Letter Was
Forgery.

OPPOSING COUNSEL
IN MANY WRANGLES

Introduction of Marriage Certifi-

cate and House Lease Ob-

jected To.

ATLANTA, Ga., July 31. Tho
prosecution played Its strongest
card in tho effort to establish that
Mrs. Daisy Graco attomptod to mur-

der her husband, shortly before noon
today.

Solicitor Dortoy produced the so-call-ed

alibi letter, whose contents
have been guarded, but which the
prosecution intimated It would at-

tempt to provb- - was a forgery of

Grace's handwriting. This missive,
it was said, purported to have been
written by Graco on tho night of the
attempted murder and alleged that
he had been delayed in his Philadel
phia trip by arrival of a friend at
tho Grace home.

Defense Fights Bitterly.
Tho prosecution sought to establish by

tho testimony of Lewis H. Hill, Graoe'a
half-brothe- r, that this letter had been
enclosed in an envelope addressed to
Mrs. Graco, at Newnan, Go., and this,
in turn, inclosed in an envelope sent to
Mrs. L. S. Hill. The defense fought
bitterly but unavalllngly against admis-
sion of the testimony. V'

Drops Alibi Letter.
The prosecution finally abandoned

questioning along tho line of the
"alibi letter" and then introduced the
marriage certificate showing that
Graco married Daisy Elizabeth Ul-rlc- h,

widow of Webster Hugh Ople,
of Philadelphia, at New Orleans, on
M 10- - 1J11' "rsey thon oiicrea tne
lease on the Grace's Atlanta home
The defense objected and another
long wrangle ensued, the Jury ugtln
Being exciuaea.Judge Roan finally decided at once
to rule on all the documentary ex-
hibits in the case.

Dr. Willis Joneq, an Atlanta physician,
was called to the stand. He examined
Mr. Grace the night he was shot, said
the witness, and examined him again
on Tuesday. He said that Mr. Grace
was, and Is, absolutely paralyzed In
his lower limbs and has steadily lost
ground up to date. He described the
wound as being caused by a, pistol bul-
let and added that the bullet Is still In
Mr. Grace's body.

Defense Wins Point.
A point was next won by the defense.

Solicitor Dorsey submitting a document
In evidence. The Judge excused the Jury
before the nature of the document was
made known. It proved to be a lease pur-
porting to bear the signatures of Eugene
H. Grace and Mrs. JClser for the house
at 29 West Eleventh street, where the
tragedy occurred. The lease was dated
January 9, 1912.

Solicitor Dorsey, addressing the court,
then disclosed information heretofore
kept secret and which would apparently
be strong circumstantial evidence
against Mrs. Grace if It could be Intro-
duced before the Jury. The solicitor
charged that Mrs. Grace conceived the
plan to murder her husband for his life
insurance of J25.000, even before she and
her husband moved Into the West
Eleventh street home. They were liv-
ing In the Clements home on the Boule-
vard, said he, when she conceived the
plan. The document was not admitted.

The Letters Presented.
The first envelope presented by the

prosecution, was addressed Eugene H.
Grace, postmarked "Atlanta, Ga.,
March 5, 4:30 p. m." marked "Received,
Newman, Ga., March 6, 7:30 p. m." This
was the date of the shooting. The so
licitor stated that this was the letter
which was sown to ave received by Mrs.
Cleveland Orr, at Newman. He wanted
to provo Mrs. Grace had written them.

The typewritten letter marked "Ex
hibit A" was read by the solicitor. It
was as follows:

"My dear wife: After saying good-
bye to you at the station today, I run
Jnto a fellow friend of mlno from Char-
lotte, N. C, and Daisy, believe me, my
heart went out to him completely, the
chap Is dead broke, and he had such
a pitiful story that I am going to try
and get him a job. I am going to have
him come out to 29 West Eleventh and
make him take a bath and let htm
sleep all night with me, and In the
morning I will give him a suit of
clothes as he is very tall, and I think
my clothes will nt him If he pulls his
suspenders up.

No, Daisy, dear, I am one day late
getting away, so I will be one day late
getting back to Atlanta. So Instead of
me coming to Newman, why, you bring
mother along up to Atlanta with you,
and I will send you a telegram when
you may meet me at the station. Hope
you wrote tc your mother and told her
I will be In Philadelphia, and to have
your satchel ready packed, so I won't
have to wait for It. All my love to
you and a million kisses from your ie- -

I voted husband, GEK."
