Orders to Investigate tho hanging of
two Americana In the state of Sonora.
Mexico, by an excoutlon squad of the
rebel, army, were Issued to .all the
United States consuls In northern Mex-
ico today.

Tho American victims are said to
have been captives, Innocent of any
wrong, but wantonly put to death by
rebels In order to precipitate interven
tion oytne unucu states in Mexico.The consuls are Instructed to find

f out the victims' homes, what crime they
wero charged .with, and tho circum-stances of their execution. Tho UnitedStates denies the right of tho rebels to
execut anyone, no matter what offensesare charged.

May Bring Crisis.
The Incident Is regarded ad one of

extreme gravity here. Should Orozco
and Balarar carry out their threats to
Kill Americans by the wholesale ther
United States would be forced to send
troops Into Mexico to exterminate tho
rebels'. Yesterday's outrago may bring
the long expected crisis.

For two weeks tho Mexican situation
has gradually been growing worse. The
'action of tho rebels driving the Mor- -
'mons from their Chihuahua colonies
up Into Texas has aroused an extreme
amount of bitterness toward Mexico
among pcoplo of Texas, Arizona, and
New Mexico. Moreover, the Mormons

. have powerful Influence In Washington' In tho person of Senator need Srnoot,
of Utah. The most dangerous thing
Orozco has dono was to attack tho
Mexican Mormons.' Thn Mormons occudv the most fertile
and productive farms In Mexico. The
recent statement of tho bUhop of the
Mormon church In Utah that the Mex-
ican Mormon families' property la
worth tin.OOd on the average per family,
gives some Idea of their prosperity.

Replenish Their Supplies.
It Is thought Orozco deliberately plan-

ned tho looting of these peaceful agri-
culturists, after driving them from the
country) In order to refinance, pro-vfslo- n,

and equip his Impoverished army.
The cutting off of shipments of arms
and ammunition through tho American

. customs houses was the beginning of
Orozco's defeat at Torreon. The rebels
are said now to be openly boasting that
what they could not obtain through the
customs houses they have takon by
forco from Americans In Mexico. Tho
Mormons possessed large supplies of
arms and ammunition, which the rebels
have taken.

Archbald, addltlonal'clreult Judge" of
the United States front the third Judi-
cial circuit and designated a Judgo of
tho United States Commerce Court,
Is guilty of tho misbehaviors, high
crimes, and mlsdomeanors charged In
said articles, and that the House of
Representatives ore ready to prove
the same.

He positively refused to withdraw or
modify a single allegation made agalnt
the federal Jurist, despite tho fact that
SpeerT with tears streaming down his
cheeks, denied each separate allegation
from the bench, and asserted that Huff
was In a conspiracy to ruin him.
