Realty trading for the siiraraer of 1912

which practically closed today was tho
most active for tho Bcason of the year
eer recorded In the history of the Dis-

trict. A review of the operations of tho
brokers for the past three months shows
that 2,060 sales, were concluded this
summer In which were Involved I.S'IS

lots and parcels of real estate. The
total Investments In the purchase of and
loans on real estato for tho past quarter
reached $15,637,000, exceeding; by moro
than 11,000,000 the Investments of the
corresponding period of 1911.

The month of August furnished the
emnllrst Ehare of the summer's business.
Curing the past month the Investments
totaled only $4,000,000 while the trans-
actions dropped to 592, In which were
Involved only 1,303 lots and parcels of
real estate.

Inactivity Prevails.
Inactivity prevailed during tho clos-

ing week of the month. The absence
of many brokers and investors on vaca-
tion, of course, played a large part In
the failure to closo many deals which
ere pending. A lethargy, however,
seemed to overspread the realty markot
during the week, and In consequence
a poll of the business for the past sltf
days shows that only 11G transactions
were effected, a dally average of less
than 20 Bales.

Despite the Inactivity of the sales de-
partment, the past week saw the filing
of the largest deed of trust of tho
month, securing a loan of $800,000 on the
Arlington Hotel property. This trust,
filed vpsterdav. Is r portion of a loan
of $2,500,000. which the company building
the new hotel has negotiated with the
Kqultahle Life Assurance Society of
New York. The company transferred
the hotel property on Vermont avenue.
H and T streets to Aldls B. Browne
nnd Frederick K. Chapln to secure tho
pavment of $800,000 September 1, 1922.
with Interest at 6 per cent.

Agreement Filed.
Filed with the trust Is an agreement

that In the event legislation should be
enacted Imposlnc a tax on mortgages or
deeds of trust, tho amount borrowed
should be come Immediately payablo
unless the hotel company pav tho tax
so Imposed.

One in-
volved the purchase of a portion of tho
Gait property adjoining the Victor
building at Ninth street and Grant
Place and the other the northeast cor-
ner of Seventh and F streets northwest.
Fred W. and John H. Miller are the
purchasers of the Ninth street property
at $41,530.42. The price paid by Moses
Goldenberg for the Seventh street busi-
ness block is' not made public.

The Arlington Hotel loan Increased
the figures In the money market this
week to a total of $1,209,382.98. Tills sum
was borrowed on the security of 184 lots
at an average Interest rate of 5.6 per
cent.

Straight loans furnished tho bulk of
the business with an aggregate of
$1,045,987.36. The sum of all tho notes
given for deferred purchase money was
$122,675.62 while the advances made by
the building associations amounted to
$41,020.

The northwest furnished security for
loans aggregating $886,010.42, whllo the
total secured on land In the county Was
$273,917.56. The record of loans In the
other city sections was: Northeast, $32,-50- 5;

southeast, $8,875; and southwest,
$8,275.
