Mash some ripe grapes, and place
them in a kettle and cook slowly on the
side of the stove until the Juice flows
freely. Pour them Into n sieve, and rub
them through. To each pint of this
Juice and pulp, add three-quarte- rs of a
pound of sugar, ond place over tho fire
and boll until reduced one-hal- f. Stir
continually and remove all scum. When
a drop upon a plate will retain tho
shape of a bead, and not spread, the
Jam Is done. Romove from the lire nnd
placo In Jars.

In glass, also for chill sauce and tomato
sauce. Very truly, NO NAME.

Scald ripe tomatoes for a few minutes
10 the skin will peal off easily, cut
them In quarters or place them whole,
If desired, into glass Jars, packing tight-
ly. Close the Jars, fill tho boiler or pre-
serving kettle with water, and boll the
sealed Jars containing the tomotoes for
forty-fiv- e minutes. Then place in a
dark place.

For chill sauce select eighteen largo
tomatoes, two onions, two green pep-
pers, three cups vinegar, one table-spoonf- ul

four tablespoonfuls
brown sugar, one teaspoonful cinna-
mon, one teaspoonful cloes and one
grated nutmeg. Boll all these In a ket-

tle for four hours, then fill Into Jars or
stone crocks.

For tomato catsup or sauce: Mash
nice, rlpo tomatoes to a pulp and allow
them to stand fqr three days. Then
rub them through a sieve and place
them over a fire and boll without a
cover to a creamy thickness. Measure
and add to each gallon of tho pulp one-ha- lf

pound of sugar, one-ha- lf cup of
salt, one-ha- lf pint vinegar, one tea-
spoonful cloves, two teaapoonfuls ground
mace, half teaspoonful red pepper.
Boll ten minutes, then bottle.
