Candidate Calls Wilson's
Doctrines Ideas of
~ Olden Days.

8AN FRANCISCO, Cal., Sept. 16.—

Col. Theodore Roosevelt asked only
for rest today and the Progressive
campaigner was within his rights.
The colonel is in Roosevelt territory,
in progressive California, and from
the hour he entered that State late
yesterday until he ran the gantlet
of thousands who surged about him
after the Coliseum meeting last
night, the physical powers of the
Bull Moose candidate were sorely
taxed. He retired at midnight over-
joyed with the spontaneity of his
Golden Gate ovation, but he was a
wearied, hoarse, and rest-seeking
man, nevertheless.

After a long sleep the colonel will
teke an sutomobile ride this after-
noon, hold a few conferences with
State Progressive leaders and leave
for southern California tonight.

Needed the Rest,

Mr. Roosevelt slept late today. for ha
had passed the word along to Francis I
Heney, former Governor Pardee, and
other Progressives who met him at
Reno vesterday he needed mental and
physical recuperation, and no early
morning callers disturbed the coloncl.

Mr. Roosevelt wound up his busy
week with a lengthy speech at the
Collseum hefore a throng which was
the most demonstrative of his twelve
days' campaigning. In this speech, Mr
Roosevelt went after the ‘‘academic doc-
trines'* of Governor Wilson In real
Rooseveltian fashion, and California s
ringing today with the echoes of the
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ers, Including Nevada newspapermen,
ray the colonel may win since his
Invasion of the State.

*  Better Than Even Break,

Elsewhers the colonel has better than
an even break at this writing. Taft is
not In the running and Wilson's tari(®
views and his general political views
are golng to be hurtful on votlng day,
especially If the colonel dellvers a fow
more speeches like that of last night.

At Reno, Nev.,, Colonel Rooseveit
talked of reclamation, the pure food
law, the thefts at Chicago convention,
and the planks of the Progressive plat-
form. Referring to the pure food law
and the reclamation act he sald:

“It In only falr to say that nalther
had a chance of uufo until I took
hold of them a# President and made
them Administration measures, There
had been valilant work done for both
laws b“rm-n in and out of Cnngmll.
but 1t d proved wholly impossible to
got gither through until they were
made Administration measures.’

When the colonel's train stopped at
Colfax, Cal, late yesterday little Mins
Evelyn Watts entered the colonel’'s oar
and diffidently explained that it was
“thg day,’” that the school house had
burned down, and thit she wanted the
Progresslve candidate to nutoﬁmph five
tags to be auctioned off. The colonel
gave the girl his autograph and $i be-
eldes to ald toward rebullding the
school house,

En route from Reno to Ban Fran-
cisco the stops were far between, and
the eolonel put in most of the day die-
tating his speech In answer to Wheson
and in conferences with Sacramento and
Ban Francisco Progressives who met
him at Reno.

Taft Orators Second.

Col, Cecll Lyon, traveling political ad-.
viser to the colonel, lssued a statement
in which he scored the Taft managers
for sending on the trall of the Pro-
gresslve candldate orators who have no
political influence in thelr own States.
Mr. Lyon referred specifically to John
Marshall Harlan and former Congress-
man J. Adam Bede, of Illinols and Min-
nesota, respectively, who crossed Colo-
nel Roosevell's path recently,

Mr. Lyon sald:

“These men are sent out of Illinols
and Minnesota hecause thay are known
in their own BStates and are worthless
as allles In them, having lost every par-
ticle of prestige. At the primaries,
elghty delegates of I!linols and Minne-
sota were carried for Mr. Roosevelr,
and only two for Mr. Taft, Both of
the Btates Mr. Roosevelt is certain to
carry at the election and Mr, Taf: will
be third In each of them.

"Messrs, Harlan and Bede represent
Roosevelt Btates who will have noth-
ing to do with them, po the Taft
are using them elsewhere. Mr. Harlan,
of Illinols," {8 one of Mr. Lorimers fol-
lowers and supporters and his use by
the Taft men {8 characterigtic of the
kind of support they are getting. Mr.
Harlan was retalned by Lorimer's

VACANCIES
WILL BE NUMEROUS

Retirement of Many Republicans May Lead to Democratic
Control of the Upper Branch of the National Legisla-
ture—Present Majority Is But Slight.

That there will be an unprecedented
number of wvacancies 'n the 1United
Btates Senate after March 4, and tha:
the majority of the vacancies will e
In seats now held by Republlenns, is
one of the political probabllitles that 1a
commanding the attention of poiitielans
just at present.

It Is even predicted that the Sonate,
on the count of members actually en-
titled to mit after the next Inaugura-
tlon day, will llkely be Democratlle by
renson of the number of Repuclicans
who will retire without their logisla-
turen chuosing anybody to take thelr
places,

The Benate stands today Republican
by only elght mapority. ‘ilhere are
two Scnators to be elected in Illinols,
and two In Colorado, wiith prospects
exoellent for A huge muddle in each
State and serious chances of no slec-
tions, KEach Btate has a vacancy at
presen®, and in each the term of the
sole wsiwting Benator will expire on
March

The Progressive party ls coming in
with prospects of holding the balance of
power in a number of Btates, Take
Maine. The Legislatura was chosen last
week. Judge Powers reslgned his seat
on the bench two years ago to be a
Republican candldate for the BSenate.
The Legislature went Democratic and
he was loft out. Powers is now a Pro-
gressive—says he is, anyhow. The
Leglature just chosen has thirty Pro-
gressive members, and it ls claimed
that they hold the balance of power.
The Democrats will support Benator
Gardner, the Republicans Governor
Burlelgh. They are figuring up In
Malne that the thirty Progressives are
not under any obligation to support
Burlelgh, and that they may support
Powers, or divide among varlous Pro-
gressives. In that event an election
may be prevented. If Governor-elect
Halnes, with the Btate patronige,
throws his Influence to the Progressives
—and it {5 Intimated by the Malne news-
papers and politicians that he ia going
to do just that—then the election of
anybody of the Burleigh stripe is ad-
ditlonally unlikely.

Hhode Island's Benator, Wetmore, has
declined to be a candidate to succeed
himself, and there was talk that Ald-
rich would ask to be Feturned if the
leginlature went Democratic, He has
denled that he had aspirations, and
even moved to New York to live, for
the time being at least. There is a long
row of asplrants on both the Demo-
cratic and the Republican #de of the
Flrty line, while the Prograssives aga.n
nsist that they are llke to hold the
balance af power.
