Three of the high schools of Wash-
on which enrollment for the
opsning day was reporied esarly, show
substantial increases over the opening
day of last year.

ern enroliment was 58 Jagainst 521 lawst
year.

1 showed an Initial falling off, the an-
reliment toda ybeing 14 Sagainst 17
lant year,

No sarly meports were recelved from
the several divislons of graded schools

It was anticipated that a falling off
would be shown In the lower grades
owing to the weather. Last year the
first day of school was bright and
clear; today It has been chllly, rainy,
and overcast, The first day enroll-
ment Inst year was 27,046 tn the grades
Officials would not be surprised i the
number today fell below this,

The firet day of school, except for the
rain, progressed gmoothly. Nalther Dr,
Davidson nor his assistants had the
slightest fault to fnd with the way
work began.

The equipment put into use today
oomprises 157 achools. Last year 0
#thools and one storeroom represented
the equipment with which the 4,000 odd
puplls were handled. Before the pres-
ent year |8 finished several new schools
are to be added to the present de-
oreased list. The completion of these
schools will represent largely Inareased
capacity,

Although work began io the high
mchools today without a hiteh, the mill-
tary cadet work will not he taken up
for a couple of weeks, Ordlnarily the
examinations for regimental officers are
held late in Sepltember, and the com-
pany officer examinations early in Oe-
tober.
