Lecturer Shows What ) s Pos-

sible in Years To Come
In This City.

That the United State Government
should make the city of Washington the
moit beautiful flower garden In the
world, and that the children should be
taught to cultivate the rose and other
flowers, waa the opinion expressed by
Robert Pyle. of west Grove. Pa., In an
Illustrated lecture at Business High
Hchool last night on "Among the Rosea
In Europe," under the auspices of the
Washington Florists' Club,

More than 900 men, women and chil-

dren heard Mr. Pyle, The lecturer, a
world authority on the rose, gave more
than ICO stereoptlcon views. Ho began
his talk with tho leaving of a steamer
At New York, taklnr his audience to
the famous rose gardens throughout
England! then to Ireland, stopping at
Kewtonards, where the Dlcksona have
been In the rose growing business for
five generations.

The lecturer showed pictures of the
flower gardens In Franco. Swltserland
was next visited. Pictures of the mag-
nificent roso gardens at Matterhorn
peak of tho Alps were, thrown upon the
screen, and then scenes about Lake
Geneva. Then tho lecturer took his
audience by Illustrations Into Germany,

peaking of the famous rose gardens of
Luxemburg, Frankfort, and Berlin.

Before showing tho pictures of the
rose and flower gardens of Europe Mr.
Pyle threw a big picture on the screen
of tho late William Robertson Smith,
superintendent of tho National Botanic
Garden. Ho paid a tribute to his mem-ci- y,

by saying that America owes him
a debt of gratitude, for It was more to
his efforts than anyono else that horti-
culture has been advanced to its pres-
ent state.

Mr. Pyle said that In cultivating flow-
ers for commercial use in hot houses
America was far In advance, but for
outdoor work, conditions of soil and at-
mosphere in Europe seems more adapt-
ed than In this country.

Small Gardens Needed.
"Washington should be the most beau-

tiful flower garden In tho world," said
the speaker. "Tho Government should
establish throughout the city small
flower garden." He said that the Na
tional Botanic Gaiden should be mora
extensive.

He declared there Is no better way to
educate the American public in the
work of developing small flower gar-
dens than for tho Government to set the
examplo .n the Nation's Capital. Wil-
liam F. Gude Introduced the speaker.
Mr. Quda said that roso and flower gar-
dens were preventives of many dis-
eases. "A flower turns tho thoughts of
men, women, and children from the
worldly things," said Mr. Gude.

This winter the club plans to give
other illustrated lectures at the public
schools.
