1 am only sorry that my
intentlons were not reallzed, and that
I falled to kill Roosevelt. I am nble
to stand the consequences of my act
No man has a right to & third term.”

Lost Sweetheart on Steamer,
Bchrank talked freely to newspaper
men and jall attaches today. Asked
if he had ever had a swoetheart, he

immediately stated that he had, and her
name wans Bisle Ziegler, but he added:

What I do care for Is my country,

SCHRANK'S DEED
DISMAYS CAPITAL

All Washington |s walting and watch-
Ing today for news from the bedside of
Theodore Roosevelt In the Presbyterian
Hosapltal at Chicago.

Binee the first shock of horrer Lhat
followed the early bulletine of last night
Government officlals, politclans, and
even the lowliest among the ru-ldealli
of the city have made continuous and
anxlous inquiry. From a resldence of
fifteen years here, every one of them
crowded with his characteristic democ-
rucy, the colonel has a wider circls
of friends and soguaintancey than per-
haps any othar man, 3

Though renssuring bulletine are re-
celved with marked rellef, thers lurks
here the fear that the wound Is Eraver
than was at firel belleved, and s only
minimized by the colonel's marked for-
titude and vitallty. The city has not

yet recoversd from the first shudder
nt the intonation of the word “assas-
sination,'” which It dreads,

The former President s known to
more Washihgton resldents personally
than any other mau lving outside the
District and aslde from all political
considerationns, knowledge of the detalls
of hin life ls so extensive and Intereat
in him so keen that the vntre clty Is
still mbsolutely absorbed in the rcondi-
tlon of the distinguished victim of the
crank's bullet.

Comment by Clapp.

Commenting upon the murderous as-
rsault which was made upon Colonel
Roosevelt, Sennter Clapp, one of the
colonel's closest friends and followers
hers, sald:

“It s very unfortunate, indeed, that
some demented person should have
committed such a deed. In §0,000,000
of people there cannot but be & certaln
number who are Insane. It (s such
occurrences as these, however, which
bring the fact of thelr Insanity to the
attentlon of the publlic and give com-
munities the opportunity (o protect
thelr realdentna,

*“Oolonel Roomevelt will go right on
with his work. The wound may hinder
him for a brief time but nothing can
deter & man like him.

Hard Man to Guard,

Colonel Roosevelt, notwithstanding the
fact that his predecessor in the White
House dled by an assassin's bullet, was
nlways a difficult man for the Hecret
Hervice to guard. He roamed about
the Capltal at will when In Washing-
ton often glving the slip to  Chlaf
Wilkle's men. Colonel Roosevelt was
not indifferent to the danger which hs
ran from cranks, but he belleved that
the bewt guarding 'n the world could
not prevent m eraonk getting a ohunee Lo
shoot him sooner or later, and he pre-
ferred not to be guarded all the time,

When Colonel Roorevelt left the
White House the Becret Bervice per-
force ceased to tmke mctive Interest In
his personal safety, WNot so sctive a
man physeically, President Taft has
glven the Becret Bervice less concern
that did Presldent Roosevelt for the
present incumbent of the Chief Mag-
istrancy does not sllp away from the
watoh and ward of the Becret SBervige
men as dld Roosevelt.

In Escaping Serious Hurt
In All His Accidents

Theodora Roosevelt has been singu-
larly fortunate in all cases where his
Iife was in danger, and has never been
Irjured seriously In any of them. Iils

most severe Injurios were recelved In

1302, when his carrisge was struck by
& trolley car near Plttafleld, Mass, and
Willlam Cralg, a secret service opers.
tive, who was riding with him, was
killed. The driver, David J. Pratt, waa
Injured.

Although Mr. Roosevelt was thrown
heavily to the road, he was only
scratched and brulsed, and after plek-
Ing himself up, cross-examined the mo-
torman as to the caumse of the accldent,
With Mr. Roosevelt ut that time were
George B. Cortelyou and Benator Mur-
ray Crane, neither of whom whas in-
Jured.

Upon his return to Pittsfleld, Moss,,
Mr. Roosevelt was aaked:

"Were you ever nearer death?

“Perhaps,” he replied, and then add.
ed: "1 do not care to talk about the
nesrmess of death. ‘There are things
that are worse than death, and we
know what they are'™

In October, 1906, while on hoard the
light-house tender Magnolls, bound
down the Mississippl river, the vessel

The captain of the Mugnolla drove her
head on a mug bank, where she re-
mdined until the next morning.

Journey was resumed.
