APART FROM BODY

Heart, and Performing Normal Func-

tions at Laboratory of Dr. Carrel Success
Is Extraordinary.

NnW YORK, Oct. vlng kept
allvo for 104 days a heart removed from
Its organism. Dr. Alexis Carrel has now
added to the wonders of his surgery
tho transfer of a heart, stomach 'and
kidneys from their casement of flesh
to the vessel In his laboratory, where
they are now living and performing
their normal functions. i

This experiment Is in progress In the
Rockefeller Institute. None of the or-

gans, ot course, ts that of a human
being.

Dr. Carrel has Just told the story to
an audience of physicians and sur-
geons, who sat amaxed under the nar-
rative. Aa he finished. Prof. August
Qaertner of the University of Jena,
himself a guest at the meeting, said
that he considered himself most fortunat-
e.-on the eve of sailing for home, in
having heard of thla extraordinary
achievement from Dr. Carrel's own
lips. He betleved it heralded the foun-
dation of a new science, destined to
solve some ot the mysteries ot life and
death.

The general discussion which fol-
lowed was remarkable for the number
of nationalities represented In It Dr.
Carrel Is French. Prof. Oaertner. Ger
man: Dr. Nagouchl voiced the Interest
of a distinguished Japanese In the new
work, which was aa warmly commend-
ed by Dr. tiorente. physician to the
royai tamiiy or Bpaln and now visit
nK Here.

of their normal functions. Hence It
was a natural progression from the
heart to the other organs with which
the present experiment Is In progress.

Alas Study of Disease.
All who engaged In the discussion

spoke ot the Increased possibilities
of the study of disease through living
tissues, and of the resultant benefits
In medical practice, apart from the
larger ends of surgery. Dr. Oeorge
Dow Scott, who presided: Dr. George
Winters Brannan, Dr. W. S. Oothell,
and Dr. Max Elnhorn were among the
others who showed keen Interest In
the general topic.
