been frightful. From the Uulgarlau
frontier nearly to tho gates of Constan.tlnople the country has been practically
depopulated. The land has been trans-
formed Into a wilderness.

Years will be required to lepalr the
damage wrought. Maimed, battle,
scarred men will be almost the rulethroughout the Oalkan peninsula for ageneration to come.

All this has been the work of approxi-
mately forty days.

The American diplomatic representa-
tives at Bucharest, Constantinople and
Athens were autnorlzcd yesterday tu draw
on tho American National Ked Cross
for 15,000 to be used In the relief of tho
tick und wounded of the llalkan war.
To each of the flvo countries engaged
In the conflict Jl.UOO will he given. Tho
same amount had previously been sent
to each of the countries.

Much larger fcurns have been sent
uv tho patriotic organisations of Greeks
In this country.
