The 113th anniversary of tho death
of George Washington, wilt be appro-Drlate- ly

celebrated next Saturday by
Alexandria-Washingto- n Lodge, No. tX
A. F. and A, M of which General
Washington was the first worshipful
master.

In accordance with Us annual cus-
tom, which has been observed ever
s'.nce tho death of the First President,
the officers and members of the lodgo
will gq to Mt. Vernon and place u
wreath on Washington's grave. On
this occasion the tomb la always open-
ed, and the wreath Is placed directly
on tho sarcophagus.
