PresidentTaft made one of .the most

vigorous speeches yet heard here in be-
half of the. park system, urging the fol-
ly of delaying acquisition of the lands
neede.
."I have been long enough In AVashing-ton,- "

he said, "to have a personal feel-
ing of nririe In the. city as a resident,
but I think I can separate, that feeling
altogether from' the feeling of pride
that I have citizen of the
"United States. .No.w..we' have here a
lot of property that can be bought not
at reasonable price's, and .not at as rea-
sonable prices as we could ten years
ogo have bought It when we ought to
have bought It but we can buy it now
at considerably less thirr we shall have
to buy it ten, fifteen 'or twenty years
from now, when we shall stumble into
tlie policy and adopt a sensible system
of spending the money as rapidly as we
can spend It economically, to make the
city-wh- It ought to be."

The origin of the fire has not been
determined, as there was no,one work-
ing in that section of the building at
the' time. E. S. Irish, one of tlie sales-
men, discovered the ames and sounded
the alarm. By ihe..tlmethe first com-pa- ny

arrived,"the blaze" had gained such
headway that- - -- a second alarm was
sounded. The fire proved rstubbom be-
cause of the 'quantities of hay
and straw in the structure.

The warehouse was .a large one-stor- y

building, which had .been occupied by
tlie firm about three months. Between
$3,000 and $4,000 worth of hay and straw
was destroyed, while the damages to the
building, which was practically de-
stroyed, was about $15,000. The build-
ing was owned by the Washington Rail-
way and Electric Company. Insurance
covers the loss.

The two men
had some difficulty In getting out, as
a back draft had closed the big doors.
