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AMBASSADOR WILSON.

Henry Lane Wilson, American ambassador in

Mexico, has not commanded the confidence of this

country by his course there.
There has been too much evidence of his sym-

pathy with the exploiters of Mexico, whose operations

have done so much to precipitate the reign of ter-

ror. There has been too much evidence that he
leaned toward the revolutionary opposition which has
now precipitated the supreme horror.

He has been at no time strong and effective.

He has permitted American prestige to suffer and

the primacy of American diplomatic importance in

an American republic to be stijffed at.
If there shall be a continuation of the error

and Diaz promises it the responsibility will be in

no small part upon the weak handling of our diplo-

macy at the Mexico City end of the line.
If there is anywhere in this country today a man

of the thorough understanding and vigorcus char-

acter that Thomas C. Dawson or William I. Buchanan
would have brought to such a Latin-Americ- an situ-

ation as this, he,is the man needed at Mexico City.

A CASE TO THE POINT.

It has, been repeatedly urged by this newspaper

that, if there shall be legislation or constitutional
amendment looking to change of the inauguration
date, it ought to reach as far as a general revision
of our political calendar.

President Taft ss taking steps to keep the in-

coming President informed on Mexican affairs, so
that when the change comes a complicated situation
;will not be presented to a man ignorant, of its de-

tails.
It is a poor way to make a national policy. There

ought to be no such long interregnum between the
defeat of a President or a Congress, and the assump
tion of authority bv their designated successors. It
is fair to neither the outgoing officials, their succes
Bors-elec- t, nor the public interest.
- If President Wilson had taken his office Decern
ber 1 there would be ho such embarrassing compli
cation of administrations and policies as now ham-

pers our action in the Mexican crisis. s

A NEW RECORD IN EXPORTS.

Business may be slowing down somewhat in
view of .the uncertainty regarding the actual extent
of the Democratic program. But the actual figures
for trade at large cannot be made to spell any such
gloom as is expressed in the stock market. The
showing is notably in contrast with the depths of
pessimism reflected in Wall Street.

The. speculative quarter of the country has a
record for discounting industrial history in advance.
If it is repeating its achievement at this time, its
prophecy is based on foreboding rather than fact.
The foreign trade figures for seven months are such
as have been surpassed but once in trade history.
And we believe that no such brilliant showing in
foreign trade has ever been recorded if domestic
trade were intrinsically out of joint.

January, 1913, shows an excess of exports of
$20,000,000 over the same month in 1908, which
up to that time held the record. This great increase
means the more because in 1908, while exports were
large, the lack of funds to get imports cut that year's
total $40,000,000. The total of a billion in imports
for seven months elapsed in the fiscal year ending
July 1 leaves the excess of exports a trade index of
general sound activity.

THE SHIFTING DEMOCRATIC SCENES.

In the last days before the change of Admin-
istration, there is even more uncertainty than here-
tofore, as the personnel of the new leadership that
will take the reins in Congress and the Government.
On the one side it is more and more persistently re-

ported that Governor Wilson and Mr. Bryan have
reached an impasse, and that the Nebraskan is un
likely to enter the Cabinet. This would deprive it
of the of Democracy's leader in rad-

icalism.
On the other side it is even more strongly indi-

cated mat the Senate is to be reorganized away
from the control of the old guard of conservative
leaders whom seniority has brought to the top in the
upper chamber. This would deprive the Administra
tion of the of the foremost conserva-
tives of the party.

Thus there is indicated for President Wilson
assuming that these two developments shall be car
ried through a middle-of-the-ro- ad course. Mr.
Bryan, strong with the country, is not popular with
Congress. To keep him out of the Cabinet would
doubtless give much satisfaction to the organization
of the House. The Senate elders who face deposi
tion are popular with neither Congress nor the coun
try. To reject them would earn their individual
and, because of their positions, very dangerous
hostility; but nothing more. They represent nothing
more than their own votes on roll calls of the Senate.
Those votes, however, may many times carry the
balance of power.

It is difficult to believe that Mr. Bryan can be
lieve that his own political advantage would be
served by a breach with Wilson at this time. Mr,
Bryan may want the Democratic nomination in 1916:
but' whether that nomination will be worth the hav
ing depends on whether the Wilson Administration
succeeds. It would seem that the right course for
Mr Bryan is to give whole-hearte- d and sincere co
operation to President Wilson in the effort to earn

for the Democratic party the confidence of the coun-- j

try. After that, he must take his chances with the,
future. A successful Administration might mean aj
second term for Wilson, which of course is a bar to j

tions. But Mr. Bryan should now be willing to standi
by the chance that he willingly took when he made
Wilson the Democratic nominee. Perhaps he thinks
that Wilson should be willing to give assurance of
abdication at the end of a single term. Perhaps Mr.
Wilson will at length decide to give such assurance;
but there is little in h'is public career to give color to
such expectation. He might willingly enough give
an assurance for which he would flatly refuse to be
"held up." Governor Wilson has proved himself a
man with a mind of his own. In a contest of wills
between him and Bryan, the problem of the irre-
sistible force and the immovable obstacle would be
presented, with large probability that the Democratic
party, caught in the jam, would be the largest

MEXICO'S OFFICIAL MURDERS.
That Francisco Madero and Jose Pino Suarez, a

few days ago President and Vice President of Mex-

ico, were done to their death by traitors whose lives
they had themselves spared, is the only possible ex-

planation of the latest horror of the revolution. The
weak and halting explanation which the Mexican
authorities have issued does hardly more credit to
the ingenuity of, its authors than the crime does to
the humanity of die Huerta government.

.That Madero' would be conveniently "removed"
under the barbarous fugitive law, had been freely
predicted. The Washington Government had warned
the Huertistas mat such proceeding would not be
n6ted without grave displeasure and serious conse-
quences. Yet the new regime proceeds boldly with
its business of getting out of the way the men it
mostjeared.

A lame explanation is followed by a pronounce-
ment by Felix Diaz" that the new government intends
to employ the most rigorous measures to suppress
opposition throughout the country. The sequence of
events of Saturday night and Sunday is something
like' this:1

i
Murder of Madero and Suarez.
Official explanation that they were not murdered.
Official announcement thaN other people who op-

pose the new order will be put out of the way just
as 'relentlessly as were the late President and Vice
President.

"The savagery of the Sunday murder leaves little
room to doubt that the last proposal of this program
will be executed tc the Very limit of the power that
resides in the new government: The real question
which confronts the' Washington Government is
whether the men now in control at the Mexican cap-
ital can .be made to; listen to reason,, to realize their
responsibility for their acts, and to believe that they
will be held to answer for further crimes. It is in
large part a question of their intelligence; of whether
they can bei reached by diplomatic address and
moved, by reasoning that assumes understanding of
civilized usage.

If they are "too inflated with the impression of
their own power, too confident of the impotence of
this Government, they may proceed, in the face of
whatever warning is served, with their campaign of
rapine and extermination. In that event there ,can
be but one end: this Government will have to inter
vene in force.

It is possible only to conjecture whether the
terror was timed with reference to the fact that a
change of administration is about to take place in
Washington, and 'therefore the Government might
possibly be able to move with less decision and vigor
than in ordinary circumstances. It is highly im-

portant that Washington shall give a demonstration
that such reliance is ill placed. The proposal of
conference and between the present
Administration and the President-elec- t is practical
and timely.

Profound pessimism is the first feeling induced
by a consideration of today's situation in Mexico.
The Huerta-Dia- z control in the City of Mexico ap
pears to be backed by no important force of public
sentiment, and it is viewed with keen distrust by
the foreign offices of the world. The governors of
the Mexican States are not accepting the new re
gime; instead, they are pointedly declaring their I

antagonism to jt. After the first outbursts of huzza-
ing for the new order, after the familiar Latin method
of cheering whatever change is made, the plain peo-

ple of Mexico are reported settling down to grave
doubt whether their position is not worse than ever
before.

Huerta and Diaz are" not commanding the sup-

port of the numerous political generals scattered
throughout the country, each with his own n1nn: for

commonly entertained;
may be created in the effort of the military dictator-
ship to maintain its control the seat of government.
The cynicism that dictate the "peace and pros
perity" telegram to President Taft, and then turn
to the murder of Madero and Suarez, is of
quality to inspire shivery instead confidence.

Huerta and Diaz, traitors, will not long co-

operate. Each will become suspicious of the other.
Standing together they could not sustain themselves
against such force of protest as is reported or-

ganizing throughout1 the country; divided, they will
presently fall. There is intimation of counter rev-

olution by the Maderistas; but it is hardly possible
that this could accomplish good results. Nothing
short localized anarchy, in every neighborhood
where there are organized forces to contend for
control, appears in the present horoscope.

Pesident Taft is right when he urges that we
be patient, and not be drawn Mexico ex

cept as an absolutely last If we do inter-

vene, it must be as duty to humanity so clear, so
unquestionable, so plainly pointed for us, that there
will be substantial unanimity performing the duty
imposed. The nation must not be forced into war
of conquest and exploitation. It prob-

lems of administration and assimilation on its hands
already.
